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READY FOR VOTES TO FALL.
THE PREPARATIONS FOR TO-DAY'S
WORK COMPLETE.

A BUSY DAY FOR THE POLICEMEN—-FINAL IN-

STRUCTIONS GIVEN-THE BOOTHS IN PORITION,

Preparations for the election in this clty to-day
kept the police hard at work all day yesterday,
and untll a late hour last night. Early In the day
the votlng booths to the number of 2,532 were taken
from thelr places of storage and made ready for
use, In the afterncon they were enrted to the 1392
polling places and placad In. pagition. Guard ralls
were set up, TAbDIAG and baliot-boxes were placed
in thelr proper positions. Then the distribution .of
the official ballots was begun.

The distribution of the 4,200,000 official ballots
among the 1,592 election districts of the city, so that
each district shall have the hallots required for It,
fs an enormous task, and It was late last night
before it was completed. The police recelved
the ballots from the printing house of Martin B,
Brown late yvesterday afternoon, There were 1,400~
000 aMcial ballots for voting for candilates, the same
number of ballots for voting on the eanal proposi-
tlan, and 700,000 sample ballots of each kind. About
400 ofMelal ballots for each polling place in the oty
had besn folded by the printers before the ballots
wers dellvered to the police. The ballots were de-
Hvered by the printers at the police statlons, and the
police had to distribute them AmMONE the polling
pinces. Pollcemen were assigned to guard each poll-
ing place until the election officers take charge this
morning.

THE BOOTHS IN THE POLLING PLACES.

in fixing up the polling places the voting booths
are placed against the rear wail, where the room I8
large enough for this to be done. Under the new
law there must be two openings In the guard rall.
One Is for entrance and the other for exit, Outside
of the guard rall is a space of about twenty-flve
square feet for challengers and watchers.

The law reguires that there shall be two police-
men on duty at each polllng place to-day and until
the votes are counted to-night. That means that
2784 members of the police force must be on duty
at the polls, leaving only about flve hundred for
ordinary patrol duty. Under such clrcumstances
it will be impossible for many policemen to vote this
year, and most of the policemen will be on duty for
twenty-four hours without s=leep or rest

Acting Chiel Conlin summoned all of the ecap-
talnn and precinet commanders before him st
Headquarteras yvesterday and talked to them about
electlion matters. He told them that they must
do everything in their power to secure an honest
election’ and prevent iraud at the polls. He also
impressed upon the commanders the fact that the
excise law must be rigldly enforced to-day. All
saloons within 10 feet of a polling place must be
closed during votlng hours.  The (hief told his
captaing that they must see to it that every saloon
coming within the law s tightly closed. He also
called thelr attentlcn to the Recessily of preventing
bonfires to-night. Tne eaptains were told te in-

THE RETURNS WILL BE LATE TO-NIGHT.
IT WILL TAKE MANY HOURS TO COMPLETE THE
COUNT-A SECTION FROM THE LAW

The polls close In this clty promptly at 4 p. m
to-day, and after that time no eitigen will be al-
lowed to vote, As the act of voting begine with the
reception of an official ballot by a voler, however,
a reasonable time will be allowed for voters who
recelve thelr ballots exactly at 4 p. m. to mark
thelr ballots for voting and return them to the
inspectors of election. When the final ballots have
been deposited, the preparations for counting the
votes must he begun Immediately.

There I8 reason to belleve that the counting of
the votes this evenlng will be a long and slow
task, The unfolding and examining of the ballots
will aecupy considerable time, because each ballot
15 large and contains several folds, and It must be
inspected with care to muke sure that 1t Is a valid
ballot, Each inspector of electlon must examine
each ballot, and the Inspectors must reject those
which have been made Invalld by Improper marks
or erapures. Every time the Inspectors find a bal-
jot whirh cannot be counted, they must make &
statement in writing to show the reason for Its
refection, When the Inspectors come ta count the
ballots which are valld, they may be required to
read the name of every candidate voted for on each
baot. The law provides:

“When any Inspector, ballot eclerk or watcher
shall demand an oral count of the vote upon candl-
dates for a particular office, the ehalrman of the
foard shall take all the ballots Into his possession,
and eall aloud the names of the candidates for such
office as they appear upon the respective hallots,
and shall hand the ballots, as fast &s he calls thp—
names from them, to the other Inspectors for verif-
cation, The rall clerks shall sach keep tally of
the number of votes called for ench eandidate, and
announce the resull as xoon as the count ls com-
pleted, and the figures shall thereupon be sub-
mitted to the inspectors, ballot elerks and watchers
for examination.’

An oral count will be sure to take a lon’ time,
perhaps meveral hours, hut the watchers for the
{iood (jovernment clubs were belng supplled with
tally sheeta vesterday and were hnln’ frected to
demand an oral count in every district to which
any one of them had been asslgned, It I¢ to be ex-
ected, therefore, that the electlon returns will be
ate in many districts of the ecity to-night. If the
election iw at all close in the city, the result may
not be known until after the regular editions of the
newspapers go to press to-mMorrow marning

Even under the most favorable eclrcumstances
imaginable, If the election officers were able to
gort the hallots and count the stralght ballots of
sach kind without reading the names on each
hailot, the returns of the elecilon would be later
than usual this rﬂnr. because there nre so many
names on the hallot

It was held that
he registered legally.
