FEATURES OF THE ELECTION.

THE BLANKET BALLOT AND THE SLOW
RETURNS OF THE VOTE.

DIFFICULTIES WHICH ARE NOT LIKELY TO OCCUR
AGAIN—GENFRAL APPROVAL OF THE
NEW SYSTEM.

The returns of Tuesday's election Indicate that
nearly forty thousand reglatered wvoters abstained
from casting thelr ballots. The common presump-
tlon yesterday was that the greater part of this
stiy-at-home vote was not In alllance with Tam-
many Hall, which may account for the success of
the Tammany candliategfor the Senate and Assem-
bly In many ecity districts.

The satisfaction of the peopls generally with the
new blanket balior weas a trifle marred by the un-
precsdented slowness of the election officers on
Tuesday night in ascertalning the vote The num-
ber of defective ballots this year, it was sald, was
& much grester percentage than usoal of the whole
number cast. What this number i3 can anly be
learned when the officlal count s declared.

General T. F, Redenbough, the chief of the Bu-
reau of Flections, when seen by a Tribune reporter
yesterday afternoon respecting tha delay !n the
counting, sald:

“The cause of the delay was undoubteldly the
fart that the counters and Inspectors wers unac-
quainted with the new form of ballot. The change
in the system of voting from that of previous years
was bound to affect the usual rapldity of counting
A whole lot of detalls and little technicalities arase
during the counting of the ballots, and as the blan-
ket form was new 1g the Inspectors they deliber-
ated upon thess detalls with as much care as
thaiugh the whole result of the election depenidisd
therson. The delay was inevitable this year, but It
will not oecur agaln. The experience the inspectors
have galned this year will stand them in good stead
in the future,

“Yea, from all that I hear, and [ have discissed
the matter with men of expertence and Intelll-
geneca, the blanket ballot was a great nnd
15 the beat method that can possibly
1t is somewhat of a surprise to m#, however, that
the voters got on so well as they did, consid
that the only education they obtained ws
