Ones started, things move swiftly cnough In
nastern Asin, A year and a half ago hostilities
began between China snd Jupan. Sinee then
Cltng bas been completely whipped and huam-
Dbty has conclonded a treaty opening the bulk
of her Empire to trade and to lodustrisl ma-
ehinery: has mortgaged herself to Russia for
payment of the war indemnity; has surrenderal
# great lglind province to Japan, parts of other
provinees to France, o conslderabie tract to Gor-
many, and to Russia - practieally - all of Man
churia and Llau-Tong, witl the sacred capital,
Moukden, the “Eastern Gllraliar,” Port Arthar,
and the command of the Gulf of Pe-Chi-L1 and
uf the entrance to Peking.

That,
no donbt, is the most valuable part of the whole
Empire. HBut it wonld be Isolatad from all other
British possesslons, and its seeurity would be
largely dependent upon the maintenunce of
friendly relations with Japan. There wontlid also
be constant danger of frietlon from the direct
contact of Britlsh and French eolonial posses-
stong, without a buffer State betwoen them. We
may this expeet some stirring complications in
Fastern Asia in the near futnre, in which Eng-
tand, Fronee and Ruossia will play the leading
parts and dismembered China be the ohject of
contention,

DEFENCELESS (COASTS.

The defeuceless condition of the seacoast of
the United States Iz properly one of the chief
topics of Secretary Lamont's and General Miles's
reports, It ought te engage the serlons atten-
tion of Congress, and we fope that publie opln-
forr may e so strongly developed as to compel
prompt and liberal appropriatiuns for an abiject
of the tirst Importauce. The creation of an etli
clent Navy Is an undertaking in which the coun-
try takes Just pride aml satistaction, but if there
{8 a theory In any quarter that while this com-
mendable work 18 going on the plan of fortifl-
cation adopted In 1586 can safely be neglected,
that delusion ought to be got rid of as suon as
possible,  The multiplication of ships of all
clisses does not guarantee the seeurity of onr
ports. While they are not protected by guns on
Shore they must inevitably remain exposed to
siceesstul attack, The schieme of coast defence
devised nine vears ago, and at that time sus-
tained by arguments which have sinee lost none
of thelr welght, might have been completed this
vear, If the propesed rate of progress had been
steadily maintalned. In realliy it has only fust
begun, and unless o different poliey is adopted
Ly Congress the middle of the next century will
find 1t sl unfini=hed

1t §s not surprising that more of that enthosi-
asm which accomplishes results shonld be mani-
fested abont ships than about forts, but there
is pelther patriotism nor common-sense o a zeal
for naval advancement which exclides o sense
of eare for an equally Indispensable requirement
of Natonal bonor and seeurity. The plan which
s muking scarcely perceptible progress toward
completion orlginally contemplated an expendl-
tuge of about BHS000000 by the end of the pres-
ent year. A Lttle more than one-tenth of that
amount has been provided., So far as we know,
thee Is no complaint of the manner In which
the money has been useld. New-York has wisely
recelved more attention than any other point
on the const Hoe, and it Is probable that o stont
defenee of the immense lnteresta collected here
counld be made. But it would be absurd to con-
shder them secure, when only o small part of the
ecquipment deemed nesdful for their protection
Ly those hest qualified to judge has been pro-
vilded, Elsewhere ltile or nothing has been ace-
complishedl, San Franclseo has some defences
worthy of considesation, but General Miles ro-
ports thet Galveston, New-Orleans, Mobile, ey
West, Savannab, Charleston, Wilmlngton, Wash-
ington, Baltimore and Philadelphia are entirely
without modern guns, and that the coast eitlos
north of New-Yorlk, one exeepted, are in the
same situation with those south of

There is no desire on the part of anylwly, we
assime, to hreod a pande, but every Intelligent
eitizen onglit 1o lend his fofluence to the appeal
of those who are officially responsible for the
general safety and tranguillity.  Not economy
but parsimony dictates the policy of nlgzardly
appropriations for coast defence,

THE DISEASE OF NORAL HYSTERIA,

It is instructive to observe how the great
ethical and rellgions Impulses that have from
time to time swayed the human race have al-
ways driven ceriain individuals into a sort of
emotional Insanity.  When the @arly Chareh was

subjected to perseention, amd martyrdom  was |

forced upon many, there were not waating men
amd women who virtnally committed sulehle by
forclng the unwilling authorities to make mar-
tyrs of them. So the jdeal of saintship held by
the early Chrlstian ascetics soon produced fan-
tastle vistonaries ke St, Simeon Stylites. When,
In a later age, the suggestion of resening the
Holy Land from the intidel took shape, It re-
sulted in wihmt must he ealled the emotional n-
sanity of the Crusades, History is so full of
stieh strange, morbld perversions of ideas, In
themselves pralseworthy, that It s unnecessnry
to reenr 1o them No step forwand has ever heen
taken by the race in which Instances of this
tendency have not ocenrred,  The Roman Catho-
lie “Penltentes,” of New-Mexico, to-day, who
erpelly fagellnte themselves and each other, aml
sometimes acianlly eruelfy each other, In Holy
Week, are a moders ease in point. To all io-
tents and purposes they are as mad as March
bares. And yet their insanity Is only a morbid
and extravagant perversion of the fundimental
trath that self-denial and suffering may be one
of the gateways to the highest and noblest pos-
sibilitles of life.

If we look about us to<day we cannot help see-
ing that the great impulse of altruism, which is
doing s0 much to unify and humanize the raee,
{s producing similar morbid and abnormal ten-
deneles.  These tendencies have ocensionally
cropped out in the work of Christing missions,
and have been lavgely responsible for many of
the admitted sfallures of missions, Gowd men,
with more zeal than wisdom, have thrown them-
selves Into the work, without any proper equip-
moent, under the Impression that their mere
desire to convert the beathen is the bLest and

only preparation for it. Then, ton, we have the |
speetacle of good men whose motives are worthy |

of all praige going to Turkey to convert the
Armeniuus to Christlanlty, fn face of the fact
that for centuries the Turks have been perse-
enting and killing the Armenians because they
are Christlans. One might suppose that it the
Armenlans are good enough Christiana to be-
come murtyes, thele further enlightenment might
wisely be postponed untll happier times.  But
there s no reasoning with moral Don Quixotes;
when they are mounted on thelr Rosinante they
will ride full tlt agalost the windmills they
think they seo, in spite of all the arguments of
common-sense or exopediency.

So also In the work of moral reseiae, which is |

ane of the grent sociologieal signs of the times,
there may be discerned the heetle pote of mor-
bidity; and in this matter women are the chief
sinners,  The explanation of this s slmple.
Women, becatse of their more highly developed
emotional nature and finer spivitnal Insight, have
caught the Inspiration of altrnlsm move troly
and quickly than men. So it has happened that
while they lead in all helpful movements of sep-

viee to tue race, the very emotlonalism which |

thus prompts them to deeds of kindness ocen-
slonally  betrays them into extravagances of
thought, speceh and aet, The mawkish sentl-
mentality over brital eriminals which  many
cond women exhibit 1= too common to eall for
more than a pussing mention. It seems fmpos-
sible for some wonien to esponse any good cunse
withont growing hystesienl over It,  Many of
them are utterly lacking in any sense of perspee-
tive or proportlon. Some rather eynieal socfal
philosophier recently sald that e always bhecame
Lopeless of a4 movement when the women en
gaged Jn 1t began to spell right with o eapital
itoand wrong with a cupital W, For, as he ox
plalned, from that moment right and wrong
censed to be facts related 1o the real world In
whieh we lve, and beeame fetiches standing
apart by themselves in the fantastie world of
hysterda, The rrouble whivh good and  well-
meaning woimen with a “mission” may unin-
tentionally cause, when they are rulsd by their
morhld emotions only, has been steikingly i1lus-
trateld by certain recent events In this town,
No altruistie enterprise, howeyver pralseworthy
amd noble it may be in its conception, ean ever

MaeCracken's proposition for the systematic
classification of institutions of higher learning
has attracted wide attention, and s belng dis-
ensseld Inoa serlons and pracileal spielt,  The
matter Is one of real fmportance, and of an im-
portance whivh is steadlly increasing year by
year. That the reform for which he pleads was
not adopted long ago I8 & reproach to onr edu-
cational system, or lack of system.  In no other
conntry are there so many so-called colleges and
universities as fn this, In nove are these Inst-
tutlons so heterogenvous, so eapriclously jneon-
sigtent In names and ranking,  In none are
standards of scholarship so untrustworthy, and
dcademie degrees so unvertain of signlficance,

We have many “colleges,”" empowers] to be
stow all manner of degrees, which really are
nothing more than high scliools or academios.
There are also many “aniversitles” which do
not possess the first characteristies of a real unl-
versity and o not even expect to atialn them,
If indeed they are actunlly worthy to be ranked
as colleges. O the other hand, thers are some
“Institutes™ and Csehools™ whieh might appro
orlately claim colleglate rank, and some “col-

When one speaks of a kindergarten, 8
primary sehool, A grammar sehool, or @ high
sehoal, everyhody knows ot onee what kind of
an institntion is meant. But when one speaks
of 1 college or n nulversity, who ean tell what
it Is, without further information?

N doubt it would be a difficult task to offoct
a general peadjustment of names. There are
some institutlons which would wish to eling to
thelr ol names, whotlier “college” or “univer-
sitv.” as @ matter of historle sentiment, There
are some which wonll strenuonsly ohject 1o
heing degraded, as they wonll deem it, from
university to mere college rank. Dr. MacCracken
thinks much might be done by the Commissioner
of Educatlon. But coileges are chartered by
the States, not by the Federal Government.
Offielnl aetinn would have to he taken, tlu-rpfl;rr'.
by all the States, and 1 would have fo be uni-
form in all. Moreover, while such action might
control and elassify all institutions hereafter
arganized. it s diffienlt to see how |t eonld of-
fect those now In exlstence. A State, having
vears ago chartered a college under a certain
name, cannot now compel that college to change
its name. We are inelined to think, therefore,
that the reform is to be wrought by a voluntary
movement on the part of the colleges them-
selves, and by moral and Intelleernal suaslon
exerted by them upon each other. It should be,

toward which all efforts are to be made when-
ever apportunity 18 affonded,

So far as we are aware, no earnest and organ-
fz64 movement In that direction has hitherto
been made, Dr. MaeCracken is the pioneer; and
it is worthy to be a cause of local pride that the
head of one of onr great New-York universities
should be the leader In such a work.
