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skill with which the former goaded Judge Crisp
to the paint of desperatlon won everybody's al-
miration except that of the tortured victim. Mr.
Barrett's speech closing the debate was an excel-
$ent one, and, succinct as his review of the for-
eign policy of this Administration necessarily
was, It 1eft little to be desired. Mr. Harreit is a
tralned and experienced journaliet, as well as a
srong debater, and he has mastered the art of
*holling dows’ what he has to say. Judge Crisp's
motlon to refér the resajution to the Commitiee
on the Judiclary was rejected by a vote of 80 to
207, and then the resclution, after some amend-
ment, was adopted w'thout even a division. “By
the sound” not a aozen Democrats voted nay on
the main question.

FORMER ATTEMPTS AT IMPEACHMENT.

Attempts to Impeach have been numercus in
the history of the United States, though none
has resulted in the conviction of the accused
man. The mogt noted casen are those of Judge
S8amuel Chase, of the Supreme Court, in 1504, and
of President Johnson, in 1868, Samuel Chase was
one of the signers of the Declaration of Inde-
pendence, He had served some years in Congress
and presided over the Criminal Court In Balti-
more, when, In 1798, Washington appointed him
an Assoclate Justice of the Supreme Court of the
United States. In 1804 the House of Representa-
tives, at the Instance of John Randolph, im-
peached him for misdemeanor in the conduct of
several political trials, particularly those of Fries
and Callender, convicted of seditious llbels five
rears before, The Senate discharged him on

arch 5, 1805, a majority being In his favor on five
of the elght charges and a majority against him
on the residue. After his discharge hes resumed
his seat on the Bench, which he retained until his
death.

THE CASE OF PRESIDENT JOHNSON.

The attempt to impeach President Johneon is
gomparatively regent history. Johnson had been
unable to act In concert with his Secretary of
‘War, Mr. Stanton, and therefore, removed him
on August 12, 1867, Whea Congrees assembled
in December the Presldent sent to the Senate a
statement of hls reasons for the removal of Mr.

Stanton, but that body refused to eanction the
removal, and General Graat, who had been ap-
pointed Secretary ad interim, immediately re-
signed the office into Mr, Stanton’s hands. On
February 21, 1868, Mr. Stanton was agaln in-
formed of his removal, and of the appointment of
Genera)l Lorenzo Thomas as Secretary of War ad
tnterim, When the Senate was officlally Informed
of this action, it passed a resclution declaring
that “the President has no power to remove the
Becretary of War and deslgnate any other person
to perform the dutles of that office.” Mr. Btanton
therefore refused to vaciate the office. On the
following day the House of Representatives
passed a resolution that the President be im-
peached for high crimes and miedemeanors by a
vote of 125 veas to 47 nays—seventeen members
not voting. The articlez of impeachment were
agreed to by the House on March 8, and presented
to the Senate on the bth. Tie specifications were
based on the President's removal of Mr. Stanton,
his expressions in public spesches of contempt for
Congress, deciaring the XXXIXth not a Con-
stitutlonal Congress, and his hindrance of the
execution of some of Its acts. The trial began on |
March 23, the President appearing by counsel,
chie? among them belng Willlam M. Evarts. In
his defence he asserted that his reconstruction
policy was in pursuance of a course which had
been marked out and determined upon by Presi-
dent Lincoln and his Cabinet, and that Mr. Stan-
ton himeelf had expressed his emphatie opinion
of the unconstitutionality of the Tenure of Offlce
act, when Its veto was undsr consideration. On
May 18 the Senate voted upon the article in ref-
ersnce to eontempt of Congress and hindrance of
execution of Its acts, and on the 26th upon that in
reference to the removal of Mr. Stanton. In each
ecase the vote stood: Gullty 35 not gullty, 18
S0 the Prestdent was formally acquitted, as a
two-thirde vote I8 required to convict. Mr, Btan-
ton thereupon resigned his office and was suc-
ceeded by General Bchofleld.

The Constitution of the United States de-
clares that the House of Representatives shall
have the sole power of impeachment, and that
tho Senate shali have the sole power to try all
impeachments. The persong made fiable to Im-
peachment are the President, the Vice-President
and all civil officers of the United Rtates. The
offences for which a pergon may be Impeached
are “treason, bribery and otber high crimes
and misdemeanors.”” The Constitution definea
treason, but what acts are Impeachable offences
under the other words employed must be de-
termined by the judgment of the two houses,

THE METHOD OF PROCEDURE.

The method of procedure ls substantially as
follows: A resolutlon ls offered by some mem-
ter of the Housge, charging the person to be im-
peached with his supposed offence and elther
demanding at once hig impeachment, or, what
{8 more common, providing for a committee of
inquiry. If the resolution is passed, and if a
committes of Inguiry reports In favor of an im-
peachment and Y8 report is adopted, a commit-
tee |8 Instructed to impeich the decused pereon
before the Senate and lemand that that body
make due proviston for the trial and Inform
the Benate that articles of impeschment will
be prepared by the House and exlibited before
the Benate. The committee (8 instructed to pre-
pare articles of impeachment, which, belng ap-
proved by the House, are transmitted to the
Benate by a ecommittee appointed to conduct
the trial on the part of the Houge, who are
usually siyled the managers of the impeach-
ment, Due process summoning the accused
person then issues from the Benate and s served
by Its sergeant-at-arms, and on the day therein
appolnted, the Benate resolves liself into a
court of lmpeachment, all the Sinators heing
sworn to do justice according to the Constitu-
tlon and the laws. The person thus impeached
18 then called upon to appear and answer, If
he makes default, the Benate procecds ex parte,
If he apprars snd denfes the charges and puta
himself on triel (and he may appear by at-
torney), an issue i formed and a time I8 ap-
pointed for the trial, which thereafter proceeds
according to law and usage snd much In the
fame wiay ar common fudicial triale. If any
question arisee among the Senators, who pow
nact as judges, they are considered behind closed
doors and e declded by veas and nays, and
only the declglon I8 made publle. The Constltu-
tion provides that no persan shall be eonvictrd

without the concurrence of two-thirds of the

STRUCK A WHALE AMIDSHIP.

TALE BROUGHT IN BY THE GERMAN
STEAMER AMRUM.

EHE RAN INTO A SCHOOL OF THE LEVIATHANS
WHILE BOUND FOR THIS PORT AND WAB
BESPATTERED WITH BLOOD—THE MATE

TELLS ALL ABOUT IT.

Biblical history shews that there was mare or less
trouble with the whale some centurles ago, but
modern skippers are bound to eclipse history, and
each succeeding story Ie, of course, the best, The
latest was fully Investigated last evening by &
Tribune reporter, who rigked iife and limb in Its
verification, The skipper of the Amrum, which is
& German steamer, bound from the port of Progreso
to New-York, told a wonderful story at Quar-
antine of a whale and a whale's back.

The experlences of the reporter who went to In-
vestigate the story would fill a volume, but after
many salty mishaps he asucoseded In reaching the
frulter's side. A rope ladder was thrown over the
side, and the reporter invited aboard. He sue-
cesded In boarding the ehlp after he had lost sev-
eral Important articles of apparel.  When The
Tribune man was at last safely on board, It was
discovered that the skipper was ashore, but the
first mate, Mr. Schinlkler, spun a yarn that was
tully worthy of the skipper. The yarn, which was
encrusted with all the salt of the sea, was as fol-
lows:

“(n tha seventh we had the wind from the rorth-
west, but the following day the wind shifted to the
northeast, and there was the devil to pay. Early
in the morning a heavy sea boarded the Amrum on
the port bow, and swept aft, badly lnjurlnq‘ a
sallor, who was swept agalnst the bulwarks, he
following morning the wind began to shift to the
northeast #nd a moderate gale was blowing. About
12 o'clock the lonkout sighted a school of whale dead
ahead, and he thought there were about twenty In
the school. This was in latitude 3441, longitude
47,84, just southeast of Hatteras, and the lookout,
who was an old whaler, 1hought nothing of the

matter,

“Hut ‘thar they spout on the port bow,' sung out
another gailor, and by the time the offlcars had
tumbled on deck the Amrum was surrounded by the
mirine leviathana, The whole school appeared to
be aslesp,’’ asserted the mate, “because they lay
0 naturally on the water,

W wererunning againsgt anortheasterly wind, and
all of a sudden we struck a blg, ninety-foot whale
about amidship. As soon as we struck her the
hlaod flew from the howsaprit to the bridge and the
blood which she spouted as she went down colored
rigeging and ship as far aft as amidship. The whale,
us soon as she was struck, swung to starboard and
was never seen agaln. Just abaft of the blg ninety-
footer was a seventy-foot whale, and as the boat
approached the whale ‘fluked’ and =aved her skin,
'Ilhr.» whale school then disappearel and were lost to
view."

Both eaptaln and mate are sorry that they were
not whalers, for a gperm whale would have enriched
an Alaskan,

Chicago, Dee. 10.—Francis J. Kennett, of the firm
of Kennett, Hopkinsg & C'o., was to-night suspended
from ths Chicago Hoard of Trade for five years on
the charge of unmercantile conduct, In that he dealt
in commodities without a bona fide sale and pur-
chage for actual delivery. This was the formal
charge brought against him, the specific offence
charged belng the dealing in connection with R. C.
(dunning, a well-known bucket-shop proprietor. J.
F. Harris, who was cited to appear before the
Hoard of Directors at the same time as Mr. Ken-
nett, wiil not get a hearing untll next Thursday.
Kennett, Hopking & Co. conduct one of the largest
private-wire commigsion houses in the city. In ad-
ditlon to membership in the Chicagoe Board of
Trade, they are also members of the Chicago and
New-York Stock Exchanges. The cash grain busi-
ness carried on by them is conducted in the name of
J. F. Harrls & Co, Mr. Hopkins, as the member of
the firm having no membership In the Doard of
Trade, could not, of course, be dealt with by Its
directors,

The suspenslon was entirely unexpected by Mr.
Kennett, who sald he would be uble ¢asily to clear
himself from all the charges made. The case oceu-
ded six hours and & hualf of continuous sesalon,
Vhile there were dozens of witnessea for the prose-
cutlon, there wers only two for the defence—Mr,
