“f admit, he comtinued, *“that it Is difficult to
bring about. It requires a great amount of publie
spirlt on the part of ihe persons who are to make
the effart. We know that persons In soclety, busi-
ness men having 4 great varlety of perzonal con-
cerna on thelr hands do not feel that they can
devote a great part of thelr time to public sarvice,
They o not make the effort and the consequence T}
that the control of the munlclpal politics slipe into
the hands of those who I might £ay are not wholly
worthy of the position.

“The great Natlonal political partles exist for the
purpose of carrving out the detalls of the Natfonal
(jovernment, Thera are certaln great political ten-
dencles, some in one direction and some In another
—the tendency In one directlon supported by the
Demoerats, aml in another by the Republlcans,
Now, those partles are necessary for fres govern-
ment, It 18 necessary to have this diviston of
thought, They are the safety of the Republle, and
they are the great tields whers the ambitions of
men may display themeelves, But why I8 it that
they have anytbing to do with munieipal affairs?
They have noth'ng to do with the local government
of cltles. There {2 no Republican way nor Demo-
cratic way of cloaning streets or administering Jus-
tine or dolng any one of the things that the offlcérs
of the municipality are slected to do””

Mr. (Carter procecded at great length to
criticlse the voters, whom he estimated pum-
bered 9000 perszons, who attach themselves
to a  political party from  mercenary motives.
Tha vowes, he sald, were purchasabie, not by
money, perhaps, but by the holding out of ins
ducements of bestowal of gome kind of offee If the
party to which thoy attached themsslves were suc-

ecesatul.

THE NATURAL RESULT.

As a natural result of that state of things arose
a class of men whose purpoge it wis to exploit and
purvey those purchasable votes, They negotlated
municlpal patronage with the party lewilers for party
votes,  Mr, Carter drew ag the effects of such an
arrangement a pleture of municipal eorruption, and
pointed out that by this exchange of municipal pat-
ronnge for voles men were put (n office, who not

only abused thelr  trust, but prostituted thelr
power, a  deplorable state of things that was
dne 1o the allance between the Natlonal par-

tiea and the purveyors of the purchasable votes,
Such an slllance he churacterized as demoralizing,
destructibie and weakenlng to the best interests of
municipal life After comparing the locul governs-
ment system of Gireat Britaln with America, to the
advantage of the former, he conciuded with an
carneet gppeal 1o wipe away the partisan surrounid-
of the munteipal electlons and government.

Fdward Lauterbach, who followed, cansed a burst
of laughter by announcing himself as one of thosa
purveyors and exploliers of voteg, whom Mr, Car-
ter had so severely condemned. Put so far from
1t being o disgraceful pogition, as declarad by the
previous speaker, It was a matter of pride to him
{f by his effo=ts in this directlon he was the means
