Department. In the bid for Lullding the battie
ghips on the Department lea the Newport Nows
shipbullding Company was the lowest bidder, agree-
ing to construct one for $2.350.m0 or hoth for #4500,
00, The Union Iron Waorks was next iowest
in this class, with a bid of $2740.00 for one, or
$5,200,000 for btoth. The highest blider was the
Cramps Company, of Philadelphia, with $2.8X%.000 for
cne veasel, or §,500.m0 for both. The Naval Bowrd
of Coastruction has been examining all the plans

and bids submitted, glving careful and particular |

attontion to the proposition of the Cramps Company.
rot only to construct two baltle-ghips on thelr own
pians and al=o furnish tha armor, but In addition
to construct another similur vessel without armor,
and all for the amount appropriated by Congress
for the purpose, namely, $8.60.000, The San Fran-
claco and Philadelphia concorns algo submitred blls
for the canstruction of two vaesels on plang pre-
pured by themselves. These blds were lower than
those submitted by these firms in accordance with
the Department's gpecifications, but neither was
as low as that of the Newport News company—
the only one it made—for carrying out the Depart-
ment's ldeas without change.
