The Nassau Electric Rallroad Company of Rrook-
Iyn yesterday made a novel proposition to ihe
trustees of the New-York and Hrooklyn Bridge
Tha ny asks per ! to run its cars on
the Bridge, and offers to operate the entire system
of railways upon the Hridge, assuming the entira
expente of making necessary changes, and nesert-
ing that it will earry paRsengers across the Bridge
for nothing. The company savs that in running
ears by clectric power over the HBridge it could

carry 40,00 an hour acrogs the structure. It asks
for a trial for a year, and says that if at the end
fallure

of that time the experiment should prove a
1t will restore the equipment to its former condl-
tion. If the experiment should prove a success then
the company would have the privilege of operating
its line on the Hridge for fifty yeats.

For the falthfui performance of this proposition
the company agrees to execute a bond in the sum
of £50,000, Obviously, this would be & great “boom'”
and advantage for the Nassau Electrio Railroad
Company, as it would stimulate 1o tremendous pro-
portions the traflic on {ts surface lines radlating
from the Bridge terminal (o varlous parts of B
Iyn. The advantage such a plun would glve the
company In prestige and volume of traffle would, in
fact, be so great that the glving of any exclurive
tranchise of the kind would be pitterly opposed by
1te great rival, the Brookiyn Helghts Company,
with which it is now competing for trackugeTights
in many of the finest streeis in Brooklyn.

1t s understood that the company wants 1o uge
toth of the roadways and the iwo tracks upon
which the Eridge cars now move. The company’s
cars would approach the Drooklyn terminal over
the sovera! routes which the company controls,
and by an inclined plane would reach the Bridge
level, running directly from the street 1o 1he Bridge
tracks.

The wanagers of 4he company say that the cars
could be run at A headway af ten seconds over the
Bridge, which is just thirty-five geconds less than
the shortest headway proposed  for the Bridge
At the New-York end, it is asseried,
thers is room enongh for several loops, on which
cars from the several tracks could be drilied,
jonded amd fed ont so that the propossd headway
eoull be obiained.
