Dwight H. Qimstead was
the most indefatignble and earnest of these work-
ers, and the efforts of that lnwyer and his assocl-
ates resulted in the present block syvetem, which s
a great Improvement over the old. It applled, how-
ever, only to future transfers, and d.d not remedy
the evils of the old records, If all ths real estate
records of the Reglster's offfee could have been ro-
written upon Mr. Olmstead's original plan, the en-
tire history of the real estate trangactions affecting
every lot or plot of ground In the ¢ty would have
been #et forth in the books in the most convenlent
wrm for Immedlate reference.

UNWILLING TO BEAR THE EXPENSE.

Buch a complete reformation of the records, how-
ever, was found to be impracticable, principally b
cause the public authorities were unwililng to In-
cur the expense. DBut the lendlng real estate law-
yers of the ety were determined that effective steps
should be taken to establish a system wherehy real
