THE EARL'S DEPARTURE.

JUST IN TIME TO CATCH THE UMBRIA.

APPARENTLY HIS DECISION TO SAIL YESTERDAY

WAS REACHED ONLY A SHORT TIME NEFORE-

HAND-COMMODORE GLENNIE WITH HIM,

After having arrived In this city on the White
Star Line steamer Teutonle on Thursday morn-
ing and given his testimony hefore the spechal
commiti=e of Invesilgation of the
Yacht Club, Lord Dunraven yesterday after-
noon took his departure for England on the
Cunarder Umbria. With him was his close friend,
Commodore Arthur Cleanle, who has been with

the Earl through the thick and thin of hia
ordeal, and added his testimony to his lord-
ghip's case, before the committeds. Yet, hefore

departing yesterday afternoon, Mr. Glennle re-
marked to an acqualntance, 4 newspaper ma
on the pler, that “this I a very sad ending to
the ease,” Whatever that may mean in “the
altogether” I8 yet a question of doubt, as noth-
ing definite has beon gathered from any one

connected with the {nvestigation. The con-
gpiracy of silence has been perfect, Lord Dun-
raven himself refused persistently to discuss

the case, holding that It would not be proper for
Bim to talk upon any phase of the situation,

Lord Dunraven was again at the Yacht Club
vesterday morning for further examination, if
nesd be, and shortly before the noon adjourn-
ment he left the house and walked in his brisk
fashion down Madison-ave. and across Twenty-
fifth-st., to the Barrington, having as com-
panions, his counsel, Mr. Askwith, and his
private secretary, Mr. Hamilton. 1If he was to
take the steamer, he had not a moment to
lose, as her sailing time was 2 o'clock. After a
quick luncheon with H. M. Kersey, the Earl and
the White 8tar Line agentemerged, and, taking a
walting carriage, hurrled off for the Cunard
pler, which they reached just ten minutes be-
fore 2 o'clock, and a few minutes after that
hour the liner drew out into the stream.

The Earl was joined at the pler by Mesars,
Glennte, Hamilton and Askwith. He went Im-
mediately on board, however, merely remark-
ing to the reporters there to receive him that
he had nothing to say. His hageage he 'eft
10 he disposed of by Mr, Kersey, who positively
declined to say anvthing, not even vouchsafing
to state, If he knew, the number of Lord Dun-
raven's stateroom.  Commodore Glennie, who
seemed rather despondent, was more communl-
eative than at any previous time during the
mvestigation, or even at the moment of his
arrival, and sald In reply to a questlon as to
whether the testimony was all in:

“Lord Dunraven and myself have finished our
testimony, or we would not be salling for home
to-day. We were the only witnesses con our
wide, and the commlittee will add to what we
have said the atfidavite we have submitted”
