The com-
modity venided at ohe Emplre Theatre s the morbld
Arama of Intelgne and domestle trouble—the drama
hat I8 typificd by such plavs as *The Masrguera-
lers,”" “John A° Dreams’ and “Carmen.””

It 1% a commodity that some people like,—Just as
they like Timburger cheese,~hut it 1€ not one that
can Le consldered agreeably fragrant, and it Is not
ane thiat can reasonahly Le expected long to de-
tain thoughtful attention. The plays that are frm-
sortant to the public are those that cheer, refinp and
sonoble ft—appealing to its best feslings and in-
stinets, broadening its vislon, improving its taste,
and augmenting its happiness. Such a play as
“A Paly of Spectucles,” now presented by that rare
comadinn Mr. John Hare, at Abhey's Thentre, |s
worih a whaole hecatomb of “Masqneradors,” and
“Mra. Tanquernys" The plays of the other kind,
however, Are more NUMerous, nand, since shopkesp-

A fresh specimen of the morbid drama of Hici
iove and baleful consequence was disclosed at the
Smpire Theatre last night with the title of “Miet 1]
aind His Lost Angel” It comes from the profifie
pen of Mr. Henry Arthur Jones, who has set up to
be & moralist and gone regularly into the hosiness
¢ reforming mankind. The dillgence with which
that voeation is pursued In London might, perhips,
be thought to imply a great need for misslonary
labor in that eapital, There 18 no need of it here
People can he found in Amerlen who will run ufter
anything,—even a street-swesping machine —hut the
representative American public does not lke plavs
on nasty subjects, and does nat want them: Mr.
Jonex's latest effort will have its Jday, bot also it
will very soon cease to be. There 8 some talent in
the constructiopn of 1t, and there Is expertness in
some of the acting with which it {s Intevpreted, Mr.
Jones is & skilful dramatist. The author capable of
writing “Judah' and the second act of “The Middle-
man” knows his art. Miss Yiola Allen, Mr. Miller,
Mr. Dohson and thelr associates are competent per-
formers. If those considerations were authorita-
tive, the production “Michasl and His Lost
Angel” might be viewed as ausplelous for the com-

munity.

The Influence of the plece, howeyer,—n marbld and
depressing influence, arlging out of Itz tainted and
P-am!’ul subject,—is dlstinetly bad, and that will
namper It Ite 2uh §= the temptation of an aver-
rigliteous priest by an under-righleous woman, At
the beginning the priest haa compelled hlg secretary’s
daughter,—who had been migled and hetrayed,—to go
fnto church and make a public confession of her sin,
whereupon the secretary 18 ravaged with grief and
embittered with resentment.

At the end of act fifth the lady has disd, 1
priest wishes to dis, and the audience hus the san
desire. The piece - a mixture of “The Scarlet
Letter” and ““The 8ilence of Dean Maltland,” and
it I& heavily frelghted with the notion that all
persons who have done wrong should at once go
and tell evervbody, about t—from which It may
e nferred that he 18 an author who dwells amonk
uncommaonly sympathetle people. For the rest, it
12 moved and seconded by Mr. Jones that we are
all miserable sinners, ahd that many of Us
whited sgepulehres, only we have nol ¥
found out, and that therefore we all oug
charitable in our juldgment of others,

This will he unanimously earried, by all men of
experience, but [t was searcely worth while to write
four long acts of dolefal rigmarole te llustrate
such a self-evident proposition. Gireat sireds Wps
lald upon the Importunce of love—a subject upn
which there {8 room for gome difforence of opin-
fon. Miss Allen gave a performance which will
much please the devotees of that passion, and Mr,
Miller, as the parson, preserved the immubility of a
wnoden image, together with the ponderous grave
ity of a hearse-horse, Mr, Dodsor acted pn easy
