Each Nation honestly De-
Heves ftself to be dn the right, Bach is earnestly
destrous of 4 prompt, peaceful and equitable
sottlement.  Each, morcover, has canse to find
fanlt with Its own Government for some imjpor-
tant detalls of Its conduct. We have nog doubt
that the mass of the British people are ready to
give Lord Salisbury loyal support in his further
conduct of negotintions. But we are just as
confident that they regret the haste and some-
what trneulent spirit with which he last year
refused to consider the question of arbltration
back of the Schomburek line. They sce clearly
that in thus repudiating his predecessor’s agrees
ment he violated one of the eardinal principles
of British foreign policy, and put himself on in-
defensible ground, from which he = now ecom-
pelled to retreat.
