Albany, Feb, 25— Nevada N. Stranahan, the Inw-
yer from the little town of Fulton, Oswego County,
who to every one's amazement was put at the
head of the Senute Comnilttes on Cltles, announced
in the Senate this morning that his mind was fully
made up on the questlon of the Greater New-York
bill, and he woull vote for {t, Mr. Strannhan thus
formally glves notlee that he will pay no heed
to the resolution passel by the Kings County
Republican Commlittes, representing 75,00 Repib-
lean voters, against the B, and demending a
referendum for Hrooklyn on the Greater New-York
charter.

Mr. Stranahan was compelled to make one con-
cesglon to the opponents of the bill. A few days
ago he told some of the Republican Senators that
he would permit them to be heard on the measurs
befors the Committes on Cltles. Inmsmuch as the
Committes on Cltles, ar a whole, has never given a
henring on the bll, M= Stranahan's “conrceslon’
indicates his conception of whatl commitiess ought
to do with the Important measures which come
Into thelr possession. He made a motlon to-duy
that the debate on the Greater New-York bill
should be postponed from next Tuesdny to next
Wednesday, and sald that he 13 so fur the pur-
pose of giving n hearlng to several Senators who
wighed to be heard un the DIl on Tuesday,

Senator lLexow consented to this postponement
aof actlon on the bill for one day, but sald he hoped
the request for a hearing was made In good falth and
not for the purpose of delay.
