A GREAT UNIVERSITY IN THIRTY YEARS,

Mr. Sackett, before the other speakers of the
evening were Introduced, made a short address, in
which he referrad to & conversation which Ezra
Cornell, the founder of the university, had with
Professor Goldwin Smith in the early days of the
university. Goldwin Bmith, in reply to the ques-
tlon how long it would take Cornell University to
become a great university, repiled that It would
take at least a century. In thirty yeurs, Mr.
Sackett sald, Cornell had become a great univers
sity. His references to Andrew 1. White, the first
president of Cornell, and to President Schurman
wera cheered to tha echo. Everybody rose and
eheered when President Schurman was introduced
to speak to the toust, "The University.*
