BEEN WIPED OUT.

Trenton, March 2 (8pecial).—The most important
and far-reaching decision handed down by the
Court of Errors and Appeals to-day 13 In the case
of the Attorney-Generzl agalnst the borough of
Anglesea. The opinion Is by Justice Garrison, and

1t declares the borough act of 180 unconstitutional. |

The sult directly questions the legal existence of
boroughs organized under that act. This dectsian,
together with several others rendered by the Su-
preme Court this term, s far-reacling. Taken to-
gether the declalons declare lllegal all boroughs
organized in New-Jersey under any borough act
except that of 1875, Over 100 borough governmen:s
are therefore wiped out. Fully twenty of these are
in Bergen County, From five to ten more are In
Essex County, Nearly every south Jersey county
has un?l boroughs that were llegally organized
and perhaps thére are some in every county In the
State.

This means that the honds of those boroughs now
declared illegal are Invalid. The Leglslature will
be appealed to at once to protect the horoughs in
pome way. The bonds of the lllegal boroughs will
be y good, perhaps, because it may be held
that the existing government was a de facto gov-
ernment at least.
