The Mayor
was present and discharged his duties as a good
citizen. Indieations polnt to an “even-up” contest,
the victory from which will depend largely on goud
management hetwesn now and convention time.

In the Twenty-third Ward the Adminlstration
forces had 1t all thelr own way., Walter H. Atter-
bury went out of the lower part of the ward with
n solid backing as a delegate from the 11id District
for &t.
