"The same high authorities speak ef De Last's

maps as 'made according to his own opinion and no¬

tions of the countries included in It.' They also men¬

In rather a slight¬
ing manner. De Líele, Beilin and D'Anvllle, all high
authorities, whese map« have been uaed repeatedly
ln the settlement of »Treat boundary disputes. From
tbe same volume I take the following excellent criti¬
cism of maps tn general:
Maps are from the nature of them very slight evi¬

dence. Geographers often lay them down upen in-
«sorr«»ct surveys, copying th· mlsujüces of one an¬
other; and if the surveys be correct, the map«
taken from th«*m, though t__y may show the true

position of a country, the situation of Islands and
towns and the course of rlve.rs, yet can never de¬
termine the limits of a territory which depend en¬

tirely upon authentic proof; and the proofs In tha:
case, upon which the maps should be founded to

gtve th« m any weight, would be thernselv«* a bet 1er

evidence, and therefore ought to be produced in dis¬
putée of this nature, ln which the rights of king¬
doms are concerned.

The author, Mr. Van Heuvel, visited the coast re¬

gion of Guiana «arltboul penetratine- Into the Interior,
and his conclusion« respect Ing this lake reel only
upon what be learned from some Indians, whose

language be did not understand, and upon the map«
Of Sansón, D'Anville and others of tbe last century;
and, although fully acquainted with Humboldt'«
writings, 'who. he says, 'effaced without sufficient
grounds that wondrous lake,' Mr. Van Heuvel has
fully restore«! It. and gives It a length Of frvim 2«X> to

250 miles an»l a breadth of about fifty ml.es. Out
of this flow the rivers Parima an«l Takutu Into the
Rio Negro and the Amanti; the Cuyunl, the Blpsru«
ml and the Maseruml into the Emequibo, and th«
Paragua Into tbe Orinoco.

Washington, Marrh 22 ifApeclalV.The flscrstsry
of the Interior, in response, to a Senate resolution,
has transmitted to that body a communication in

reference to poactilng in the Yellowstone National
Park. Forming a par; of the Secretary's letter Is

a report from »""aptain George B, Andera ?, Äth

Cavalry, acting superintendent of th» Park. Cap-
taln Anderson says rhat poaching Is carried on to

.orne extent In the Park, and that If will be im¬

possible to prevent It entirely. Most of it is done,
however, near the b-rders by person« wbo live
without the Park and operate near the line. Elk.
deer, antelope and other game are so plentiful that
the damage to them Is «light. With the buffalo,
however. It Is different, and »""apta'.n Anderson siys

that tbe herd Is in danger of extinction. Animal«
erosa Into Mtintana and Idaho and are rhere kille l.
In Montana the law properly provides for their

protection, but It is not actively enforce-!. Idaho
haa a law protecting nearly all kinds of game but,
strangely «nough, buffalo are not there proteste 1,
and this fatal omission, tho Captain «ay«, should
be promptly remedied.
The Captain reports that tb« police force guard¬

ing th« Park le no: «uff!,-lent. l'util August last
he had only on« scout be^id*· th« soldier« under
his command At that time the Secretsry of War
authorized him f,» expend B.00O "f Ihe Park .,;·;
prlatlon for Its protection. He .-,: once employed
a detective and nn «SSlStSnt, «rho did goeid sork
and brought in valuable Information. Csptsln An¬
derson «ays tl-at an alk'tment of $*> out) tn b« ex¬

pended by the euperlntendent of th« Park for
scouts, guides ar.-l detective« aa Ihey may be
needed wmid result in thoroughly protecting the
game remaining in the park.

In his letter Secretary Smith recommends that a

material Increase I.» made in the appropriation f« r

the protection and Improvement of th» Yellows!
Park during the ensuing fiscal year.
