Bttl these

Cabtaata needed a parllamentary majorlty, and they
knew that they, would'lose the pupport of the mem-

bers who feare'd the revelatlona of Arton lf he was

extradltcd and bronght before a Krenrh court.

The latest comedy of huntlng for a man. wlth the

firm Intentlon of never catchlng hlm. was played hy
Mr. Ix>ubet, Prealdent of the Senate. but then Min-

Ister of the Interlor. Wlth a great flourlsh of

trumpeta ln the presa he aent M. Dupaa. a second-
rate functlonary of the Pollce Department of the

General Surety. to Vlenna, where Arton waa then
ataylng. M. Dupaa had official ordera to arreat the
man but waa aecratly Instructed not to do anything
of the klnd: and. on the contrary. to negotlate with
Arton for the surrender of the famous llat pf nanie.s

and the evldence agalnat the brlhed Deputles. The
pollee agent dld not aucceed ln that part of his mla-
Blon, and waa dismlaaed from hta offlce b>- the Mln-
lstrv, whi'h wanted to make a a.:apegoat of hlm.
But" M. D lpaa, anticlpating that trick, had pre-
aerved some proofa of the aecret lnstructlons he had
recelved. and he publlshed a pamphict relatlng the
whole affair. .

The errata withdraw the verslon of the Cen-

tur.on'a report In 1770 (page 14 of Hlue Hook) and
substltute another afflrmlng that the report acnt

home by the Centurlon incloaed declaratlona by the

Prefect and three members of tbe Bpanlah mlaalona
to the effect that the Si>aniarda bad not then, and
never had, any fort on the Cuyunl. What the
Dutch belleved were two forta In that Ddghbor-
