Philadelphia, March 18..Amid a deafening din

of whittles and the cheers of the crowd! assem¬

bled to watch the launching, the great sea-going
battle-ship Iowa slid smoothly and gently from

the way.« of the Cramps' shipyard at 1:14 o'clock
this afternoon, and floated out on the Delaware.
The vessel was named by Miss Mary Lord

Drake, daughter of the Governor of Iowa, and
the launching was witnessed by a large party
from the Hawkey« State, headed by Governor
Drake. Secretary Herbert, of the Navy; the

Iowa Congressmen, delegates, the members of

the House of Representatives Naval Committee,
several members of the Senate Naval Committee
and the heads of the principal naval bureaus
were a!s.-> present. The yard was opened to the

public, and thousands of people witnessed the

launching from various points of vantage. The
weather was delightfully bright and warm.

The lowans were driven from their hotel to

the Shipyard, and were early on hand. They
wer« met by Charles N. and Henry W. Cramp,
president and treasurer of the company. The
G »vemor an l Miss Drake and Miss Carpenter
were escorted to a small Inclosed space directly
beneath the bowc» of the ship. Many of the
visitors had never seen the hug-^ hull of a heavy
Vessel out of the water. They gazed In wonder
at the towering sides of the red and white

painted hull, which rose many feet In the air
above their heads, and could hardly realize that
this mass of dead weight iron and steel would
became In time a floating fortress, bearing on

Its decke the heaviest of puns and thousands
of tons of armor and machinery. The evolution

Aft.^r escorting the lowans to the platform,
Charles Cramp returned to the railroad siding
running along the yard, and In a few minutes
a special train bearing the party from Washing«
t">n steamed up. In alt, about five hundred pe >-

pie came from Washington. Secretary Herbert
and his party were tak»*n to the platform, and
the Secretary and the members of the two Naval
Committees were sentid close to Miss Drake.
When Miss Drake Arrived nt the yard Henry

Cramp presented a bunch of beautiful roses to
her. hut up to this time he had borne a paste¬
board box beneath his arm. To all the old
launch-go^rs present this box was an evidence

that something more sparkling than Iowa water

w «Id baptize the vessel Presently Mr. Cramp
opined the box and brought firth a pint bottle
of champagne an! presented It to Miss Drake.

The bottle was incased in a g-ld netting, and

from tbe neck depended a long streamer of rib¬

MISS DRAKE NAMES THE VESSEL.

A few minutes before 1 o'clock the burly-
turly of sounds which had been arising from
beneath the keel of the vessel ceased. Then a

period of comparative silence and anticipation
followed. Henry Cramp, as he has done on

many similar occasions, gave his last admo¬

nitions to Miss Dnks as to the best means of

»nattering the bottle on the ship. Then the
sound of a saw cutting through wood came up

from near the ground, and soon the "shoe-

piece" was cut through and the big hull started
down toward the river. As It began to move,

Mlfs Drake swung the bottle by its streamers,

DESCRIPTION OF THE SHIP.

The construction of the» Iowa wan authorized by

Congress in July. 1892. The vessel was designated
as "a seagoing battle-ship." Such a vessel as the

act authorized was to some ext»nt a near departure
In the programme of naval reconstruction, an the

»hips of the Indiana class previously authorized
ha 1 been designated as "coast-lino battle-shif»»."
While the Indiana class of »hips represents the

most advanced type of a purely flgiUlng vessel, the

<3eslKn of the Iowa embodies not only the ability

of tne ship to give and take hard blows, but also

the »teaming capacity and power of a cruiser to

k*ep on the s^a. While the Iowa Is larger than

the Indiana, her armor and armament will both

b" lighter than those of the latter VSSUSL Despite
th!*, when completed the Iowa will he the most

formidable lighting machine afloat, from her all-

reuad capacity as an effective shl;> of war. After

Many saloonkeepers
will have to malte alterations so that the whole
Interior of their places will be exposed to vl»w
from the outside durlns: prohibited hours. It Is

RUSSIA TO ADOPT GOLD.

A REPORT THAT THE EMPIRE'S CURRENCY
SYSTEM WILL, SOON BE CHANGED.

London, March 28.."The Times" publishes a dis¬

patch from St. Petersburg which says the belief Is

strong there that metallic currency will come Into

ua^ In Russia, though no Official announcement has
been made of such a probability. The reform of tho

currency proposed provides for the coinage of new

gold pieces corresponding exactly In value to tho
existing paper ruble. The State Bank will cease

Issuing paper on the account of the Exchequer, the

note issue being put on a similar btslH to that of the
Hanks of England and France. The existing paper
Will ho withdrawn In exchange for the new gold
rubles. The silver ruble will be received by the
Exchequer to any amount except In payment of

customs duties, but It will be compulsory between
persons only up to the amount of 50 rubies.

Russia's present monetary system dates from

ISM, Its mint Is tho sliver ruble of 100 kopecks.
The silver ruble has a nominal value of $0.74S at

the 1'nlted States coinage rate, or an actual value

at market rates of about 45 cents. Paper Is, how¬

ever, the actual medium of exchange In Russia at
the present time, and is foil legal tender, specie
payments having been suspended since 1855. The
note Issues amount to 97J.00O.0W rubles, against
which a large metallic reserve has been accumula-
ted, amounting at the end of 1S9I to 376.ow.000
rubles gold and 4.O0O.WO rubles sliver. Nearly the
entire product of Russia's gold mines has been re¬

tained for this reserve in recent years In addition
to this gold reserve, the Bank of Russia holds In Its

Issue department about ú6*.ow,ooo rubles in Govern¬

ment obligations.

President Faure is suspected of secretly desiring
the downfall of the Bourgeois Ministry, which no

longer commands the confidence of a. majority of
the deputies.
The Inference drawn from Lord Salisbury*«

letter to Sir James Stansteld, that England han

proposed a general scheme of arbitration to the
Washington Government, Is fully confirmed by
Mr. Ritchie. With this final proof of the paolflo
tendencies of the British Government In dealing
with the United State«, all interest In the Venez¬

uela question lapses. The settlement of that
question is now only a matter of detail.

American dispatches anounclng the rapidly
growing strength of McKinley'a canvass are not

c itnment^d upon In England. He Is associated
In the British mind with a tariff which was not

so popular in Bradford, Leeds ar. i Hudder.sfield
as the Wilson tariff Is now.

Mr. Chamberlain seems completely dominated
by Imperial ideas.

Is hud to all kinds of moral and sanitary dodges
for their relief; but Mr. Chamberlain, with lra-

perlal federation buzzing under his hat. Is the
real farmers' friend. HI« Zollverein propose» for
the British Empire the same measure of free
trade which the States ot the American Union
enjoy with one aROther, coupled with tariff pro¬
tection against foreign countries.

While the Ministers have been making rapid
progress with public buslnets, and opening the
way for the Faster recess next week, the Liberals
have been holding high conference at Hudders-
lleld over charges made by Mr. Labouehere and
other Radicals against the party organization.
Dr. Ipenee Watson In an effective speech has de¬
scribed the strictures to which the Liberal Feder¬
ation Is subjected as miserable cant, and con¬

tends tluit the organization of that body 1« th)r-

oughly démocratie. As the Radical malcontents
did not appear at the conference to argue the
¦ase, Judgment went by default in favor of tha

managers. Lord Rosebery In a vigorous speech
took the bull by the horns and complained that

the Liberal otllcials did n M have sufficient con¬

trol over the Federation. The Newcastle pro¬
gramme, he remarked, was not the work of the
officials, but of th- Federation. Possibly this im¬

plied that the wirepullers would have arranged
a smaller and more manageable programme for
the party. Lord Rosebery received a warm wel¬
come from the great audit me and excited en¬

thusiasm by his aggressive criticism of the Gov¬
ernment's foreign policy, especially of the Son-
dan expedition. The conference has shown that
Liberalism Is rallying Its forces and sending ex¬

tremists to the rear. The controversy over the
wirepullers has not been Important, but tended to
discredit the Radical wing and str*nt;then the
Influence of the moderate and conservative lead¬
ers. Still, the lust word for reorganization hue
not yet been spoken on the Radical side.
