HE IS ACCUSED OF PULLING LOTTERT TICKETS,

Summit, March 28 (Special)..John It. Ilehan, who

kan been a justice of the peace in Summit for
many years, was arrested thi» afternoon, on com¬

plaint of George Ii. I'hair, Lester Young» and
Horatio 8. Conklln«. who accused Br-han of hav¬
ing »old them lottery ticket» of the old Louisiana
Lottery, whteh, ho told them, had an office some¬

where In Texas. The witnesses were acting under
instruction of Anthony Comsto-k, who live» In
Summit. Behaa was arraigned before Justice J. J.
Hoff, and waa admitted to ball to a rvalt the action
of the Orand Jury. He denies the charge, and
rays that It was instigated by Conkling, with whom
he has had business disagreement».

spector of election» and in other office», Kehan con¬
duct» a larse harness-making shop in Morns-ave.,
and is the owner of Oraton Hall.

HE PLEADS GUILTY OF TWO MURDERS.

THE PLEA NOT ACCEITED-JOHN MACK IN AND

EDffAIlI) CLIFFORD ARRAIONED.

Two murderers were arraigned yesterday in the
Hudson County Court of Oyer and Terminer. One

prisoner was John Mackln. who »hot an»l killed hi»
wife. Llzale Mackln, and her mother, Bridget Con¬
nor». In Jersey City on the night of February 27, and
severely wounded his father-'.n-law. The other pris¬
oner was Kdward Clifford, who »hot and mortally
wounded William 0. Wuttson, division superintend¬
ent of the West Shore Railroad Company, at Wee-
hawken, on March 5. Mnckin, a tall, »lender, boyWh-
looklng fellow of twenty-two years, ha» apparently
reached the conclusion thai he must surrender his
life on the gallows for his double crime, «» he in¬
sisted on entering pleas of guilty. Two indlctmmts
hav« been found against him, one for the murder of
Mrs. Connor» and the other for killing his wife.
Mackln was ca.m and In a low. Arm voice s»!d.
"Guilty," when the first Indictment was read. Jus¬
tice Llpplncott informed him that under a decision
of the Supreme Court the plea of guilty In murder
cases cou.d not be accepted. A plea of not guilty
wa» ordered entered. The explanation and instruc¬
tion of the Court had no effect on the accused man.
when the second indictment wa» read, for killing
MS wlf«, Mackln aga.n offered a pie» of guilty.
The Court again directed that a plea of not guilty
he recorded. Mackln was asked If he had retained
a lawyer. He replied that he had not. He an¬
swered "No" when Justice Llpplncott asked if he
nad money or property. The Court romaiked th»t
counsel would be assigned to defend him »nd Mack*
wa» returned to hi» cell.

also fewet rn = rals. The House of Assembly, for

example, eras rather a mediocre body, but there

was less corruption in it than in any of Its

predecessors for many years. The members
were, as a whole, n decent lot of men, without
unusual weight or influence. There was consid¬
erable talking, but.seme people think fortu¬

nately.not a great deal of oratory. The House

was not so well rr.anr'.ged as it might have been.

Speaker Derousse meant nil right, and his per¬

sonal character was unquestioned, but he hardly
measured up to the standard of an ideal Speaker.
His humorous propensities broke out frequently
in spite of his efforts to restrain them, and It

Bfemed Impossible for hlm to refrain from play¬
ing Jokes gad tricks. He did not carry himself

with the dignity that cr.e expects from, the third

highest official In the Stau. Mr. DerOUSM evi¬

dently desired to be fair and courteous to every¬

body, and wherever he fell short It seemed clear

that this was due rather to his Inexperience
than to any deliberate latent to be unfair or

discourteous.
Louis A. Thompson made an excellent presld-

Ir.g officer in the Senate. He wan always as dig¬

nified as there was any necessity for, and yet
he never lacked of good nature or courtesy. Of

course», It has to be remembered, however, that

the Senate is a much easier body to handle than

the House; and it Is likewise well to remember
that Senator Thompson had the aid of Senator

Voorhees in helping to keep things straight.
Take the two houses.their personnel and their

¦work.and compare them with those of any other

year during a quarter of a century, and the

CXXth Legislature will undoubtedly profit by
the comparison. The Legislature of this year

was subjected to the same old temptations and

the same corporate influences that have succeed¬

ed In luring- other Legislatures from the right
path, and the chief difference was that the

Legislature of this year paid more heed to pub¬
lic sentiment than any of the others. Most of

the legislators were sensitive about offending
their conetltuents, and whenever there was any

positive manifestation of feeling on certain ques¬
tions the Senators and Assemblymen showed a

disposition to put themselves In Une with their

masters.the people.
Much of the credit for the good record of the

Legislature M due to Governor Grlggs. His re¬

nounced views, his warnings and his positive at¬

titude were n barrier In the way of unnecessary

legislation. The State hr.s suffered for years
fiom an overdose of law-making. Year after

year three, four and five hundred laws w*re

turned out, and there wee* few lawyers who

cculd keep pace with the constant changes in the

statutes governing various subjects; and, indeed,

trere were some of the higher judges who oc¬

casionally found themselves lacking In knowledge
of recent laws.
As to the Governor's appointments, he did

much better than was expected by those who

knew all the circumstances. As a rule, his ap¬

pointees were men of conspicuous fitness and

high character. Wher« he had a personal
knowledge of the men chosen, they were not only
admirably fitted for the position to which they
were chosen, but were far above the average
standard of office-holders. The general publlo
knows nothing of the tremendous influence and

pressure brought to bear upon the Governor to

secure the appointments of professional poli¬
ticians and party hacks who have been at the

public crib nearly ell their lives. In resisting
those influences, the Governor took the risk of

offending men powerful in the political world,
but his desire and aim all through was to get
reputable business men who could be depended
upon to attend to the duties of their office with

the same fidelity as thouçh they were working
for a private firm or corporation.
