the rase. The local dealers are Belling many

Wheels, and the output to date Is far 'n advance
of that of ls.«r« at tin«: time. The dealero and
the manufacturers ought to be able to gauge the
eltuatlon correctly, and th-lr confidence In the
future 1» shown In the enormous number of
bicycles forwarded to this district every d;iy.
Every indication points to s wonderful cycling
parad.- as »¦»< n as th.- frost is out of the ground,
and the veteran wheelmen are wondering where
all the cyclists will ride as goon as the outdoor
Season sets in In earnest. It Will be worth while

to take a trip to sixth ;h-st. and th.- Boulevard,
or In Brooklyn to the Cycle Path, on the first

Sunday or Saturday when the weather is clear
and warm and roads are good. The cycling
procession «will be well worth seeing.

The recent articles In The Tribune about the

lack of street nigua In this city have met the

earnest approval of wheelmen. On Manhattan

Island It la usually no great hardship to have

to search for the cross-street Into which you

want to turn, but it Is annoying to go beyond
your objective point merely because th-re are

no Indications of the names of the stteeu» on

lampposts or house-cornera But beyond thn

Harlem the Inconvenience Is greater. The old
Twenty-third ar.d Twenty-fourth wards have

been part of the city now for a generation, and
there 1» no good reason why the corners should
not be mark.«<l w!'.h proper signs. The dis¬

tances are great up there, and the streets and
roads are not laid out regularly, so that It Is

especially Important that the wheelman or

other traveller k.-.ow Just where he Is. If he

doesn't, and g.»es beyond his destination, he may

waste a lot Of time. It is a curious fact that

the few signs along Aqueduct-ave. still bear its

former name of Macomb's Dam Itoad. although
the chang" was made perhaps a decade ago.

There is something; n-w in chain adjustments.
Riders who have had occasion t> tighten the

chains on their bicycles are well aware that not

a little skill 1«h required to get the rear wheel
set exactly true. On eome wheels there Is an

adjusting screw, or something corresponding to

it, on each side; on others the adjusting I» all
done on one side, and then the wheel has to be
"trued" with the eye or by measuring the dis¬
tance between the tire and the rear sidebars of
the frame. This has been the general principle
in all wheel» until recently. Now there I» a
bicycle on the market In which the notches for
the rear wheel are cut on the under ride of
the sidebars, so that the wheel cennot be moved
forward on either elde. Thus It Is impossible for

it to get "out of true." The chain adjustment Is

provided f'»r In connection with th- larste

Sprocket wheel, and by a «Imple apparatus th
«bain can be tightened or loosened much mor

easily than Is the case- when it Is necessary to

I »sen both nubs on the rear axle and move the

attachments on one or bo'h sides.

Road-book... a» is well

known, are made In such a shape that they can

be easily put into the pocket of a rider, it Is

plain, ther'-fore. that they could b< easily slipped
Into the pocket of a reader who did not chance

to be over-scrupulous and who wished to get

price. As a consequence, an attendant in th»

libran- explained the other day. these books
arc kept under l<»ck and key, and when they are

called for a fairly close watch Is kept on the

reader, to see that he does not, by accident or

Otherwise, carry one of them away.

New-Hampshire and Vermont recently. Bach
is Issued by 11 e State Division of the League of
American Wheelmen. Aa for the New-Han p-
ahlre book, not much can be said for it. Only
a few routes arc outlined, and the Information
regarding them Is Inc »mplete and unsatisfac¬
tory. No map at al! is given. One unfamiliar
with the White Mountain region, for exsmple,
would learn little of real value from this book
If he were planning a trip in that Intereatlng re¬

gion. The Vermont road-book, on the other
han«!, lu a creditable affair. A good, though
small, map Is given, with the main bicycle
roui s in the State marked oui In red, and while

the number of trips described is not large the

description Is full, distances, the character of
roads snd the nature of the country traversed
being noted with considerable detail One of the
routes described extends Into New-Ramp»hlre,
thr«»i.gh the Pranconla Notch, th.» Information
given being far superior to the meagre outline
of the New-Hampshire road-book.
