EQUIP BRIDGE CARS FOR §2,800,

Chief Engineer Martin, of the RBrooklyn Bridge,
sald yesterday that the General Electrie Company
of New-York and the Bridga officials had reached
an agreement with reference to equipping twenty
Bridge cars with motors in order to supplant the
engines at the terminals with electriclty and also
enable the hauling of trains across the span when
the eables are not in use. The General Electrie
Company will equip twenty new cars with four
mators of 6213 horse power each, giving each car 20
horse pewer, The cars with which the experimens
were conducted for thirty days had 2 horse power,
and were not congidered powerful enough. The
company i= to recelve $72,000 for its wark.

The motors will probably be ready before the cars
are completed. Mr. Martin does not expect to Ree
the cars dellvered before August 1. Each Hridge
train will have one of these cars in It and in case of
any accident to the cable the eleetricity could be
used without loss of time. At the ends of the Hridge
the newly equipped cars will he used to do the iraln
switching.
