Aa atated before, O'Brlen la the klng pln on whlch

the performance centres. O'Brlen la the "equc-s-
trlan director" of thr Barnum & Balley ahow. He
bt aaalsted and supported, llterally and technically,
by his underatudy, Muftl. Muftl la the klnd of
Arab steed one reads about. That la, hc ls an
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JOHX O'lmiBN.

Arab from Arabla, and la proud as a pateoak,
clean-limbed and ahapely. and flcwing aa to mane

.nd tall. Nlne years have passed llghtly over

Muftl's B'.eek, Iron-gray coat, and the greater por-
tlon of that tlme he haa been under O'Brlen's
saddle. Bn the star and his underatudy are old

companions of the rlng. and know each other's
"bualneas" to a dot At the slighte-st movement

Of his maater*s bridle-hand. all Imperceptib'.e as lt

la to the beholder, or at the sllghteat varlatlon ln

hla knee preasure. Muftl feels and knowa hla rlder's

thought.
"When the trumpet aounda lt Ia Muftl who prancea

Into the arena wlth O'Brlen sittlng easlly ln his

Baddle. In the centre r!ng lndustrlous "aupera"
have bullt a pyramld of clrcul.r platforms of gradu-
ally lesflenlng dlameter. Up to the apex of this
Muftl goe. wlth a hop, aklp a-;d a Jump. and apina
around. glvlng with hla rlder an Imltatlon of

"W.ahlngton on the Fleld ot Trenton." Beh'.nd the

high-etepplng Arab tralla a cavalcade of b'.ooded
Btock. There are flfty in the troop.
THE STALLIOXS LEAIJ THE CAVALCADE.
O'Brlen cracks his long whlp and calla to the four

blg blaek Trackene stallions who lead the herd.
»nd they gallop into tre rlng. There are 8ultan.au3
Cato. and Brunello and Aahland. ta:i. atrong and

back aa nlght. They are old hands at the bualneaa,
for they conatltute the remnant of the band of
performlng ata'.liona which travclled wlth the clrcua

for aeveral years. Their dlappsltions have been ao

eoured by the trials of greatnesa that all but Aah-
land hava to be muzi'.ed to prevent them from ex-

perim. ntlng on horseflesh as an artlcle of dlet.

Wlth much ratt:ing of hoofs on the boarda. the four

Bt.lllons c'.lmb up the Bteps, and Btand with thelr

fore feet on the top platform beaide Muftl, whlle

thelr hlnd feet ara on the next levei Tho next to

make their entrance are a group of aeven Ken-

tucky hunte.-s, with glossy sorrel coata and the
lean quartera of the thoroughbred. The Kentucky
horaea each fali Into poaitlon wlth thelr fore feet on

the loweat atep of the platform, anl theae are fol-
lowed by a company of nlne thoroughbreda, the

m.Jorlty of whlch are baya. Theae range them-
ae'.ves outalde of ihe yellow llne of Kentucky sOr-

re'.s. After the bay thoroughbreda comes a herd of
twelve Canadlan runnera, and then elghteen 3het-

land ponles are admltted and take up their poelt'.on
on the clrcular paraprt which Inrloae* the rlng.
The horaea In each clrele head In the oppoalte dlrec-
tlon from those ln the ranka on elther alde. and
each row of anlmals haa a dlstlr.ctlve Bet of trap-
plnga, made throughout of leather of the aame

eolor and wlth plumea of corresponding tlnt.

THE SHOW BEGIXS.
At the word of eommand all the anlmala on the

Btepa of the pyramld drop thelr fore feet to the

level on whlch thelr hlnd tee*. are reatlng and every-

thlng ia ready for tho whlrllglg to whlrl. At the
crack of the whlp and the long-drawn eommand,
"Forward:" the mlll begins to grlnd. The four blg
blaek ftllows go from rlght to left, the aeven Biencier

Kentucky runnera frorn left to rlght; the nlne bay
thoroughbreJa go 1n oppoalte dlrectlon. and the
clatter of the Iron-shod hoofs apon the wooden floor-
lng makes a aound l;ke the rattle of an immenae

miM of machlnery. The outer clrele of Canadlan
horaea ln the rlng agaln reverae the motlon, and
outalde cf aJl. the eighteen llttle ponles patter along
on thelr narrow clrcular path wlth an amualng alr
of lntenae preoceupatlin. ln the mcan tlme, Muftl,
the Arab charger, who conBtltutes the apex of thla

rumbllng, aplnning, waverlng maaa, revolves on the
narrow platform which he occupiea. ln a dlrectlon

oppoalte to that t^ken by the blaek atalllona, and
O'Brlen, wlth eyea glancing In every dlrectlon, and
whlp and volce ready to be projeeted lnatantly In
the dlrectlon of any buddlng trouble, dom'.nates the
entlre affeJr.

O'BRIEN'S ABSOLUTE COMMAND.
At the Bharp ery of "Hal::" the mlll atopa as aud¬

denly aa lt started, and the doclle artors ln thla
four-footed "all handa around" atanda each one In hla

pl.ee. At the word of eommand they aprlng for-
ward a^raln and go thelr aeveral waya, ketplng thelr
dlatance accurately one from another. If any one,
whether among the "princlpaU" or ln the "chorui"
of hla four-footed company, geta aleepy and falla
behlnd his prop'.r poaitlon, O'Brlen ehouta hla name

.nd r.»aw.k"rji hlm to hla dutles. If any aaplring
youngster overdoea the thlng and erowda hla leader
hla name la called In an cxpoatulutory tone wlth
the aoothlng addltlon of "Steady there." and the
offond'.ng anlmai promptly alowa down and regulns
hla proper poaitlon. Every one of the flftv-one
horoe. ha. hla name and know. li, bo doea O'Brlen,
and no Congresaman ever had a better memory for
the Identlty of hla conatitucnta than haa thla pr.nce
0f tr.lnera for the namea of hla numeroua troop.
There le only one caae of dupltcatlon of namea ln
the company. .nd th.t oceura among the twelve
Canadlan runnera who are next to th*- ponleB. Two
of thefle horaeB are named "Krank," but O'Brlen
dlatlngulbhes them bj clUng one "Red Krank" and
the other "Blaek Frank." and to Bttll further pre¬
vent eompllcatlona he haa placed them at oppoalte
polnts of the clrele. After the performance la over

Um ranks of honie. are dlamlaaed one by one, and
they cnter .w.y tr -hc st.ble, huppy as a Ipt
of chlldren let out of achool after a pttrticulariy
well-bohaved and lnduBtrn.ua aeaalon.

THE TRAIXER'S METHOD8.

After tha beholder'a aenaea have recovered from

the overpowerlng effect of the apecUcle, hla mlnd

ment. controUed wlthout blt or reln. On the Quea-
tJon of hla method In tralnlng horaea for thla and
other performanees, yeaterday, O Brlen aald:

"i conoelved the Idea of thlB .ct about . year
axo and trled to get Mr. Balley to let me put lt on

Jaat' aummer, he would not eonaent, however, b<-
cauise he dld not belleve It could be done. Laat wln-
tar I oerauflded hlm to let me begln praeilce, and
.fier two or three montha of conacientlous work
vou eee what I have done. Of courue the horaea
.re dletracted by the llghtB, the mualc and the
loDl.uae of the Oarden, and have not yet got down
to work .a amoothly .a they dld at Brldgeport. but
thev wlll aoon get over that.
"In bre.klng tbe horsea I begwn wlth the outalde

. rlng, flrat taklng them. one. two and three ita
tlme, wlth . 'lounge' cord. as we call lt. The
'lounxe' cord la almply . Ught cord extendlng from
Ibairtngmaarter'a hand to the blt of the horae. eo

tbat be » compelled to travel In . clrele. After I
had broken ln .11 of the outalde rlng and uught
them to etort »nd atop and .nawer to thelr namea,
I olaced them In poaitlon and took the next clrele,
worklng In thUB to the centre. It waa a dlffleult
matter to get the horaea to eMmb up and down the
ateoe .nd run around the narrow clrele. to whlcn

they *r« eonflned. but thla ylelded to patlenee anl

peraeverance. whlch are at the bottom of horae
Iralnlng. thr WH,p ,8 NBVKR USED.

"My method of handllng horaeB la to flrat atudy
«.ch bors. crefully. .nd flnd out hla weak oolnta.

hla atronx polnta and all the characteris-
tlr-s of his disposltion. aml then work along
the line whlch la beat flulted to him. The
thousanda who look on at this performance,
eapeclally the h-.dles and ehlldren. may he glad to
know that the whole thlng is done, and practlcally
all the pre'.lminarv tralnins was done, wlthout a

blow of the arhlp. Of couree I anap and erach the
whlp to kecp the Rtteti.ion of the horaea, but tho
lash never touehea them. Anyhody can cxamine
avary Incfa of the coat of any horae that I handle
and If be can fir.d a mark of the whlp or a blow of
iinv klnd, I will make him a preaent of the animal.
l uaually k<> aboul wlth a pockel fui; of carrota,
-. hlcfa I dlatrtbute to deaervlng boraea <-it the proper
time, and this. with nrmneaa and Intelllgent meth-
ixir.. glvea me inv control. All of thr horaea except
the ona v.-hir-h rlde and ;h.- i >ur Trackene atal-
lions make their malden appearancea ln thla act aa
trlek horaea; they have been wlth the clrcua aa
riiniurs, but have r.. \<-r been broken before to ring
perforrnances. Several "f them 1 am brvaking
other trlcka. You may have noticed B horae In
tbe ;hlrJ clrcle from the outalde, foui white feet
nnd a white noae, whlch we call Tfleotrle I.lcht';
thls la a hlfh-prlced ex-racehorae which I am

breaklng to high echcrl work.
