Mr. hforton: "Governor. these special agents and
other employes of the State Bxebw Commls-
sioner are the first large body of men of a new
State department Wbo have been edmltted to the
State service sinc-e the Constitutioii was adoptod
ln UM puttlng all the employea of the st.u.-
under the rules of a rompetl'lve exatnlnation.
You can at one gtroke estabiish Clvll Scrvlc.-»
Keforni in this new State Department, and it
seems to me that not only does the Oooatltutlon
command you to do this, but that It would be
a good party pollcy for you as a Republlcan Oov-
emor to make .uch a fladaton. What ia the
chlef critlciBm of the Raines Liquor law? Is It
not that polltlcians wlll be appolnted to offl,.r>
In the Excise Department, and that potitlcal
coiisideratluns will chiefly sway their adminls-
tration «,f the t.x law?

dayti and prohlblt the aale of ili URUOrfl ln the club-
bouae, said yeaterday: "I have not yel seen the
full oplnlon of the Court of Appeals. It Is a eome-

what sklttlsh matter to talk about an oplnlon which
has not been seen ln full. ln certaln known featurea
of the oplnlon, howevcr. 1 do not aee how any part
Of the oplnlon not published In detall can make any
chaiiKe In the offect of the OseVaton. In the tlrst

plaee, the dectolon niakes It clear that any re-

spectable club may dellv»r llipjors to Its membera
on Sunday without elolatlng tha new law.

"It fi-pnw to me, also. that practically the de-
datoa relleves nli eluba nt all Uaiea from the ef-
feeta of the new statute. That is, the clubs will
not have to gel t.ix certMcataa, anl Wlll not be
