After the
trlal the doctor was convlctod on an Indlctnx-nt

charglng hlrn wlth perjury, and he served a year la
the pei'.ttenllary. He waa relcased on April 16, nnd
then he was arrested on the attachment und com-

inltted to Jall.
Counsel said that the doctor was extrudlted from

New-Jersey on the perjury charge, and on the lu ,.r-

Ing before Ihe QoveTBO*', it wns Btated thut th--
ch.irge of contempl wonl.. not ba pressed. As he
had '"-en aatradlttid for one offence, he could not be
punlataed for another. l-'urilier, when he was in
j;.!l. awaltlaa IrRd for perjury. tbe attachment wns

served, and so he had s»rved hls lerm of liuprlson-
ment tor ountempt whlle he was In the pci.li-ntl.iry.
He had no meuns, biTt lf he waa allowed hls llberty
he could earn enough money lo aupport hls wife.
Hugo Hlrah aald that whlle It waa true ihnt the at-
taonment had been aerved on the doctor ln the Jall.
lt had altnueit Immedlately been wlthdrawn.
