The Terror is not yet ready for sea, the official
akowing of her percentage of eampletion having
1 per cent of work yet to be done on her. The
chief work necessary {8 corpected with iher en-
gine-room and the turiet-moving machinery, the
jatter not belng entirely gatisfactory. The
engines, under the care of Chiet Engineer Conrad
J. Habighurst, are rapidly heing prought to th_e
maximum standard of efficlency, and It is ex-
pected that a dock trial of about four hours will
pe glven them this week. In the mean time the
turrets will be attended to, and that missing 1
per cent w11l be wiped out in a short time.

A flattering report of the
Katahdin has been made to the Department by the
4 which had charge af the vessel during her
a Spund and at eea.

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SETTING UP THE GRANT STATUBR.

SOME QUBER BPIGHTS WITNERSED IN BEDFORD-
AVE, LAST WEEK.

The preparationa for the dedication of the Grant
statue In front of “he Unlon League Club house
have attracted much sttention from the people who
have had occasion to puss through Bedford-ave,
during the last week. At timea large crowds of
spectators have assembled, long lines of carrlages
have come to a halt, and even a number of rapld-
moving bleycliets have slowed down and dismounted
in order to ses what was going on.

Early In the week Interest waa centred on the
men who were engaged In carving the Inseriptions
on the granite pedestal on which the statue rests;

arrived and the work of holsting it Into place began,
The first =lgns of this work were visible when a big
derrick was erected to span the pedestal. The act-
ual lIfting of the several parts of the bronze status
began on Thursday.

Fireg there was holsted up the base of the statue,
from the corners of which rose awkwardly in the
air the four legs of a horse, cut off just below the
point wherc in the natural course of things they
should join the body. The legs were well moulded,
the muscles and tendons standing out clearly and
firmly, but the sawed-off appearance which they
presented at thelr upper enda was caleulated to send
a shiver down the back of the apactator who came
on the scene suddenly.
