A few days hefore the
November election Mr. Hughbes replisd, saying:
“I am in favor of the resubmission of the ques-
“tlon of consolldation to the voters. T will op-
“pose other legislative action on consolidation
suntil after resubmission.” That certainly was
a committal and a promise without thé slightest
appearance of roservation. Mr., Forrester, an-
swering the same Inquiry, said: *I am in faver
“of the resubmission of the question of con-
wgolidation to the voters. 1 disapprove of other
“legislative actlon on consolidation until after
resubmission.” This, too, was an explicit com-
mittal, leaving no loophole for possible evasion,
Mr. Livingston's answer wis no less straight-
forward, square and frank. He sald in almost
the precise language of the other two: “] am
“in favor of & resubmission of the question of
seongolidation, and do not favor consolldation
*“untll such resubmission.” No one could have
any doubt of lis position after this announce-
ment without questioning his personnl honesty.
The same may be sald of the other two,

Let ns look at this situation a little more
closely, We have quoted above the precise lan-
guage of these three Assemblymen, Upon the
strength of the promises they made before elec-
tion they undoubtedly recelved many votes which
they wonld have lost but for the assurance they
gave to voters 08 to their position on the con-
golidation question. Indeed, It is quite probable
that without such assurance they could not bhave
been elected, and almost certaln that if they
had taken a stand In favor of consollidation with-
out resubmission they would have been defeat-
el It may be truly sall that they owe thelr
electlon to the promises and pledges they each
made voluntarily to the “League of Loyal Citl-
zens." Ilad any voter In the Brooklyn districts
represented by these three Asstmblymen sald
on the day of the election that no dependence
could be placed on these pledges, that every one
of the three candidates named would consider
himself free to vote directly contrary to his
written pledge, so direct an !mpeachment of
thelr veracity would have been met with an
outburst of indignation from the candidates
themgelves and all thelr friends. They would
have sald that such an Insinuation placed them
{n the category, not only of the Ingenlous class
of swindlers who obtaln goods—and votes—on
false pretences, but of common, everyday llars,
who have no conception of truth or veracity.

But all three of these trusted Assemblymen
did vote for consolldation without resubmis-
slon. That I8, they voted in April, 1806, for pre-
eisely what they promised In October, 1895, they
wounld not vote for. I1ad any one sald to elther
of these Assemblymen In November, 1805, “I
“have read your letter, but you will not do as
“you promise. You will vote for consolidation
“without resubmission,” the Assemblyman so
addressed would have considered himself insult-
ed. He would have sald, “Then you call me a
lar,” and, If quick-tempered, might have re-
sented the Insult with a blow. IHigh-spirited
men sometimes do such things upon passionate
impulse when their veracity is impugned, and
much is pardoned to ebullitions of temper upon
such provocation. But now? Any ome may say
to any one of these three: "“Here's the letter
“you wrote, and here's the vote you cast, The
“man who wrote one and did the other ls—well,
“what do you say he I1s? truth-teller or lar?"
And there's but one answer to it, with no ocea-
slon for resentment Local political history is
full of Instances of tergiversation, treachery and
all manner of duble-dealing and deception, but
we recall none In which absolute falsehood, with-
out disgulse or concealment, was so apparent.

Can these men excuse themselves? Certalnly
not. No excuse suffices for men who, having
secured an office upon a deliberate promise, de-
liberately break the promise and betray the
voters who trusted them, Can they explain
their actlon? They try to. How? Why, each
of them eays, at greater or less length, that it
somehow became a party measure, and thnt he
voted for It because “the organization," or per-
sons controlling “the organization,” demanded
it. This Is not true elther, for it was never a
party measure, and the Boss never dared under-
take to make It such by caucus action. Let us
have done, then, with lying. One thing is cer-
tain, These men are not such fools as to sup-
pose that after this betrayal of written pledges
they can ever so much as show their heads for
an elective office. They must be expecting com-
pensation for their political suiclde In some
other direction, They may be dismissed from
conslderation as having any possibility in them
for ever hereafter being named for an elective
office. But It may be well to keep an eye on
them, just to sce precisely how the Boss to
whom they have swrendered their personal
honor and their political future intends to com-
pensate them for the great sacrifice they have
made. And they being dismissed, it may be
well for thoughtful voters to consider whether,
on the whole, it 18 worth while for a great party
to be ruled absolutely by one man, who does
not hesitate to command the elected represent-

This was a delightfal programme and excoed-
ingly auspicious, though not absolutely original;
for it will be remembered that last fall over
in Long Island City, when the Republicans and
the Jeffersonian Democrats were in the midst
of a regular, orthodox, old-fashioned eampalgn
of oratory and fireworks and brass bands and
literary’ bureaus, Patrick Jerome Glearon sud-
denly announced his candidacy In these luminous
words:  “There nin't no platform and there
“ain't no campaign. It's nothin' but Gleason.
“1 just drive around and yell at my friends.”
And Gleason got there. To Le sure, It was o
close finish and he only won by a head. But it
was a great head, and it established a precedent
which Billy Russell conldn’t have done better
than follow.

PRINCIPLES, NUT DETAILS.

Two statements vegarding the tarlf of 1500
were made by this paper some months ago which
“I'he Bulletin® of the Iron and Steel Assoclation
thinks Inconsistent. There I8 no oceaslon for
earnest advocates of Protection to fall luto any
dispute about detalls, But It may serve a goml
purpose to polnt out that the two statements
are consistent, and both may well be Kept In
mind. One was that It would be foollsh to as
sume that a particular rate of duty must be wise
or necessary now because that rate was deemed
necessary in 1800, The other was that no man
could afford to seck publle support this year on
the clajm that he dld not want to protect lndus
tries as much as they were protected by the
aet of 1800, Both statements appear to be
worthy of repetition,

To protect industries an much as they were
proteeted by the act of 18K may require higher
dutles to-day on some articlos, but lower on
others because conditlons of production and
traude here and abroad have materinlly changed,
If a forelgn product now costs S0 cents, but fur-
merly cost 100 cents, the cost of the correspond.
Ing domestle product belng unchanged, a speeltic
duty of 20 cents now would mean exactly the
same protection which was afforded by a specitie
duty of 25 cents slx years ago. Or If the cost
of the product in this country has been reduced
20 per cent by improvements, the cost abrond
belng unchanged and as low as it ean probably
be put, about 60 per cent of the former cost
liere, in that case o duty equivalent to o third
of the forelgn cost would be just as effective
now as a duty of two-thirds was slx years ngo.
In preclsely the same way changes ndverse to
the industries of this country may require high-
er dutles now, In order to secure exactly the
same measure of protection, than were required
six years ngo.

Rates may change, and detalls, and all the
conditions governing competition between our
own and other manufactores.  But the prio-
ciple to be steadlly kept In vliew does not change.
The Tribune astonished some Democrats by de-
claring In 1800, after polnting out some errors
in the McKinley act, that it was, on the whole,
the bravest and wisest tariff ever framed In this
country. The action of the people Indlcates that
after more than flve years they have come to
the same conclusion, But the act was brave
and wise because It met the conditlons which
existed at that time. To frame an act equally
brave and wise to-day would require different
duties on many articles, but dutles governed
all the time by the same principle. It was the
object of the act of 1800 to give better protec-
tlon than had ever been glven, more impartlal
and more extended protection, to the Industrles
upon which the wages and livellhood of Amerd-
ean workers depend. The same object will gov-
ern, it s safe to say, when the next Republican
Congress prepares a measure to be submitted
to a Republican President. It Is an essential
element that dutles shall be go graduated as to
meet probable changes in the conrse of forelgn
markets and industries, and to prevent as far as
possible the defeat of protection by fraudulent
undervaluations. It Is to be expected that duties
wholly specific, and not partly ad valorem, will
be found necessary now as to some goods, In

will be necessary next year or later to insure
adequate protection, The principle Is that ade-
quate protectlon shall be secured, not only for
those industries that need it, but for those that
can be established here with advantage, a8 the
tinplate manufacture has been, and not for the
especinl benefit of one sectlon or State or In-
dustry, but with due regard for the welfare
of the whole people. Not until Congress comes
to the point of action can it be known definitely
what duties on particular articles will then bhe
necessary to earry out that principle. The thing
now to be done Is to elect a President and Con-
gress, and particularly Senators from States
where silver fanaticlsm has defeated Protec-
tion, who will not fail to earry out the Repub-
llean principle as bravely and wigely as did the
Republicans in 1800,

THREE BILLS AND A LAWRSUIT.

There is now In existence at Albany a bill
requiring the managers of the elevated rallroads
in this city to provide thelr ears with proper
lights. It was passed almost unanimously by
hoth houses of the Leglslature, and s now In
the hands of the Governor. It Is a good bill, and
onght to become a law without delay, ns every-
bady knows who ever has oceasion to ride on
the elevated roads at night,  With characteristic
nlgeardliness and contempt for public opinion
and the public welfare, the elevated railroad
people are doing thelr utmost to defeat It. They
fought 1t desperately In the Legislature, and
now thelr lobby agents are trying to get It enlled
back from the (Governor's hands,

In the Appellate Division of the Supreme
Court a suit to compel the elevated rallroad
companies of Brooklyn to pay their taxes Is ap-
proaching Its end. The general expectation 18
that it will be declded in favor of the eity, and
that the companies will elther have to pay up
promptly or have thelr property sold to satlsfy
the clty's just and legal claims. To avert such
a contingency the companles have resorted to
a common trick., They have had Introduced at
Albany n bill intended to nullify the expected
action of the eourt, and have tried to get it
seneaked through” In this they will doubtless
fall. The character and purpose of thelr “little
joker” have been exposed, and there 13 smiall
chance of Its ever hecoming a law.

Simultaneonusly with these a third bill Is belng
pushed toward enactment at Albany by the
united lolly agencics of the New-York and
Brooklyn roads. It provides for turning over to
those roads, for their use and profit, for fifty
years to come, for an absurdly inadequate eon-
slderation, the great Brooklyn Bridge, on which
these eities have expended about  S20,000,000,
eltles, one of the most Important of our public
works.  The inlquitons character of this last
sclieme has also been thoroughly exposed, and
it onzht to be Impossible for 1t to become law;
although, with a powerful lobby and a biz sec.
tlon of the State machine behind It it will he
pushed through unless the opposition to It 18
resolute and unremitting

And now,
Instead of the end of Mareh, It 18 near the end
of April, und the Insurgents are still in full pos-
session of all those three provinces, outslde of
o few fortifled citles and Spanish camps. Such
Is Weyler's success, No wonder he lins changed
his tune,

The well-Informed and judiclous correspondent
of “The London Standard” at Madrld veports
that despite General Weyler's efforts to protect
the plantations, the Cuban sugar crop this year
will be barely 150,000 tons, against 800,000 In
avernge years, So much for the economie side of |
the ease.
