In a damage suit tried before Supreme Court
BTustice Llppincott the other day It came out that

It is certainly desirable
that juries should not be influenced by anything
but the evidence actually presented, but It Is

wellnlffh Impossible to exclude the Influence arts-
Ing from a Juror's personal knowledge of the par¬
ties or the locality concerned. It Is conceivable,
however, that a juror might wish to visit the
¦cene of this or any other accident, not to get
evidence of his own, but for the purpose of ac-

quiring, topographical knowledge that would en-

»ble him to understand clearly the testimony of
«witnesses. Would that be an excuso for a mis-
trial? Or would the fact of a Juror unlntentlon-
sally passing such a place be good grounds for
.topping a trial?

ployed to Induce the Gr-»nd Jurors to reconsider
their action.

THE GOVERNOR SIGNS 1,40») DOCUMENTS.A
8TATE HOI'SE OFFICIAL RESIGNS.

Trenton, April 28 (Special)..There «cas s little

»urpri«e at the 8tate House to-day, when, after the

adjournment of the State House Commission. Cap¬
tain John T. Burton, assistant custo»llan of the

Capitol building, walked up to Custodian John H.

Donnell and tendered his resignation, to take effect
May i
Captain Burton was appointed as assistant to

Custodian Bonnell two years ago. There has al¬

ways been more or less opposition to him. He wa«

forced to tender hi« resignation. It I» «aid. by Oov-

inior Origgs, who disapproved of th« captain's
recklessness In presenting obnoxious persons to the

State official». The captain denies the stories

»float, and says that he resigned in order to give
mm-e time to his oyster business.
Governor Grlggs spent the entire day signing the

190 commissions of the Justices of the Police elected
»t the recent charter elections throughout the State.
He also signed about five hundred of the commis¬
sions of those appointed as Commissioner» of Deeds
»T the one-hundred-and-twentleth Legislature.
Some of the commissions sent oiit to-day have

been repeated for years, particularly those of the

TRAMPS TERRIFY A TOWN.

BUTLER IS ORGANIZING A VIGILANCE

COMMITTEE FOR PROTECTION.

PAYDAY ON THE WATER-PIPE UNI 18 THE

MONTHLY SIGNAL FOR A REIGN OP

ANARCHY.PI-TILE EFFORTS OF

THE BO-CALLED POLICE.

Butler, N. J., March 28 (Special)..The approach
of the monthly payday of th^ pipeline employes en¬

gaged In building the auxiliary Hr.e of the East
Jersey Water Company Is regarded with apprehen¬
sion by the people of Butler and Bloomlng'lale. The

authorities, besides increasing the emergency police
force to fifty men, have warned away disreputable
characters, bu» In spite of the stringent measures

adopted outrages continue to be reported, and the

tcwnshlp committt-emen openly confess that they
fear another carnival of lawlessness when the pipe¬
line men and the tramps attracted by their arrival
«warm to the village for the monthly round up. To

put an end to this periodical anarchy, the leading
citizens, headed by Mr. Kiel, superintendent of th«
Butler Rubber Work«, are preparing to organize a

vigilance committee.
At the last payday, three week« ago, a rum-

craxed mob thronged the village street«, and a

reign of terror prevailed until the money was

spent. Citizen« were "held up" by a horde of un¬

kempt "hoboes," tramp» haunted back doorsteps,
demanding eatables: watch dogs were polinill.
poultry yards robbed and depredations were com¬

mittal which have caused the people of the twin

villages of Hloomlngdale and Butler to wish the

pipeline aad the elements which it hasi Introduced
In the communities were at the furthest ends of

the earth.
"HOBOES" IN CONTROL.

The Pequannock Township authorities In Morris

County and the Pompton Committee In I'assaic

County have been requested' to act, but they are

apparently powerless to afford adequate protection
for life and property. In Butler one constable,
Loill» De Lemos, a man weighing about 130 pound»,
wa» expected to pr»serve order. The "hoboes"
roam»d about at their own will, monarchs of all

they surveyed. De Lemos on one occasion endeav¬

ored to interfere, but he was stood upon his head.

Several burly tramp: manipulating his leg» and

converting him fnto a human plnwheel. Then came

the serious riot In which Rlsden's Hotel at Pompton
wa» nearly gutted, and the terrific ISattle at Hloom¬

lngdale, In which the foreman, Daniel »'aliaban,

was nearly beaten to death with pick han.11»».
Next day De Lemos found that his business Inter¬

ests were Involved, and he could not afford to con¬

tinue on duty; the police force promptly s-nt In It«

resignation. The township committee was forced
by his action to solve a double problem, for De

Lemos was sole owner of police headquarters. Bo-
sides preserving the peace he had found time to act

as poormaster and village photographer. His pho¬

tographic gallery served as the police station and

court. The building has five rooms, partly resting

on spiles In a sand bank overlooking Maln-ave., and

the other part, comprising the courtroom and photo
outfit, mounted on wheels so that It can bs de¬

tached from th» spiles and trundled to county fairs

in the vicinity. De Lemos proudly asserts that an

expenditure of 14,000 and ilft»>en years' labor ..-.

represented In the semi-caravan.
Pletro Dladonl was the first Italian to be locked

up in tho picture gallery. He was placed In the

tobacco room and later discharged. De I.emos re¬

turned afterward to find that several boxes of

cigars were missing. He sallied forth to recover his

property and found Dladonl enjoying a fragrant
weed In the woods. He placed him under arrest,

whereupon Dladonl's companions drew knives and

made for the constable. He wa* unarmed save for

his club, and leaving his prisoner he fled for hi»

life. He says he wa.» followed for over a mile.

AN INDIGNATION MEETING.
The "hoboes" grew so aggressive that Mr. Kiel,

with leading citizens, called upon the township au¬

thorities to take Immediate action. Recognizing the

futility of reporting robberies or other outrage» to

De Lemoa citizens had suffered In silence. Mr.

Kiel presided over an Indignation meeting, when the

real extent of the outrage« wa« made public.
Prompt action was taken. Thirty deputies were

sworn in to serve between the hours of 7 o'clock

anl midnight. The township committee« issued a

proclamation warning away all suspicious charac¬

ters and enacted a curfew ordinance requiring all

persons lound prowling about after nightfall to

give a satisfactory account of trennelvcs or BCTY«

a term In Jail.

prising Michael Day. Irving Kayhart and Peter

Cook, was organized. I >c- I.emos was made chief

of police. The thirty men serve in squads of ten

twice a week.

disorderly persons, as provided by the laws of th»

each and every one of them In tins vicinity withui

forty-eight hours niter the Issuing of this not'.'.».,
which Mould t«e a fnir warning to all such liai
.cters; and the Sheriffs of ih>- respective co mi e«

will be cali.-d upon to enforce the law if necessary,

TUG POLICE rORCS AT WORK

The special officers appeared r»-splendent In tin

badges and carrying clubs to be "guyed" by the

saloon element, and also by sentimental old people,
who Indignanily declared that It was a burning
sham»- to arrest American citizens searching for

employment. Besides the taxe» were already too

high, and'the "darned cusses had got onto the

'Squire and wouldn't pony up a flne." "Who's goin'
to pay th«»e here living bills to the Morrlstown
jail?" wa» their constant wall.

Several trmnps at noon yesterday called
at the McMackir homestead and requested some¬

thing to eat. They forced their way In, but were
kicked out. and the spokesman was afterward
caught. Town Commltteeman VanderhofT con¬

ducted an examination.
"Where do you work?"
"I don't work. It ain't healthy," wa» the reply.
"Where do you live?"
"Any old place; here, fer instance."
"Do you board In the village?"
"No; but me partner. Berry Wall, him a« got

away, he's stoppln' with Madame Greenfield, and
If Yer Worship piease», I'm his gue»t."
This Is a sample of dally occurrence». The "hold

uns" and assaults upon women also continue. The

pipe line contractors give order« for clothing in their
men, who convert the order Into money, «'.lowing
the storekeepers a liberal discount. They then pro¬
ceed to »lake their thirst at the nearest bar. These
Individuals are termed "pipe angels" hy the "ho¬
boes." The drunker the ,7angM" gets, the wider
grow» his circle of acquaintances. He look» for
trout.le, and hi» whilom friend» »ee that he Is «r-

commodat*d. In many Instances he Is soundly
beaten and afterward robbed of hi» remaining money.
The Butler official» do not pretend to interfere on

such occasions, allowing the participants to fight
to a finish.
These occurrence«, coupled with the assaults and

petty "hold ups" which occur nightly, have caused
the movement for the formation of a vlgllanee com¬

mittee. The law-abiding citizens await the monthly
pay day prepared for the worst. It Is evident that if
the thugs who make a practice of Insulting women

are caught they will receive rough treatment at the
hands of this committee, who are not making any
boasts about what they intend to do.

"At no time in the history of the county has

there been greater need fer skill» and diligence en

the part of the Grand Jury." said Judge Dixon.
"Crimes have become startllngly numerous, espe¬

cially In the highways of the larger towns in the
county, and there should be no laxity In brln-;in;r
the offenders to Justice. There Is no need of a

special description of these crimes. The criminals
are of that class for whom there should not be s

»park of sympathy. They are outrageous violators

of the law, whom every citizen with any »ense of

Justice desire» to see punished. Thise efforts to

conceal a complaining witness constitute a case of

very dangerous criminality, and such conduct should
receive your careful consideration, as It constitute«

criminal conspiracy. Ascertain whether I'ole or

his friends have conspired to.defeat the ends of Jus¬
tice In this case. It makes no difference who they
are. It Is your plain duty to Indict any one you be»
lleve guilty of such an offence."
The Sunday games of «the Atlantic League at
