n.'ine to Wltte and wns llvlns with a second
wlfe at Xo. 23 Heeter-et After bavlng the

aaylum, the boy sald, he had worked In a tall-
or'H shop for a tlme and had BOld newspapers.
but from Ifonday nlght unti! yesterday morn-

Ing he had had nothing to eat. Yesterday ho

was slttlng on a b-r,ch ln I'nlon Srjuare when

he saw Kinnery, who had worked wlth hlm at

one tlme as a dlstrict messenger. Young Kin¬

nery sald to the afagtatrate:
"I went up to hlm and a«ked hlm wot he was

doln', and he says nawthln'. Then he says that

he ls hungry, atul as I has 10 cents, I takes hlm

to a restaurant on de Bowery and we both fllis

up on grub. Then we goes to Thlrteenth-st.
nnd plajha golf and I beata hlm bad. This

makea hlm aore, and I sees that he is rnumbUn'
to hlsself wen we starts to walk uptown. Den

he legun bla monkey buatneaa.'*
When the two boys got to the corner of Four-

teenth-at. and Sixth-ave., Slnger. wlthout aay-

Ing a word to hls companlon. suddenly darted

Into the mlddle of the street and threw himseif
aeroaa the tracks ln front of a car of the Slxth-
ave. llne that was golng downtown. Kinnery
Jumped after hlm and pulled hlm from the
track. Even then he would have been too late

had not the drlver applled the br.ikes and thus

Btoppad the car sufflclently to glve Kinnery a

cbaaoa to pull hla boy companlon off of the

tracks.
Kinnery spoke sharply 10 Slnger, but as Slnger

prom'sed that he would not be gullty of auch t»n

actlon again, he dld not keep hold of hlm, and
proceeded I aralh uptown. whea they reached
Fourteenth-st. Singer agaln rmule a dash for the
street and Kinnery ran after Um. Slnger threw
hlnnelf befora nnother Slxth-ave. car, bound
downtown, and the two boys had a fight befo--e
Kinnery could pull Slnger off the tracks. The
car was brough! to a sudden stop by the drlver,
and a CTOWd gathered nround the boys. Slnger
broke away aad runntng o\er to the new bulld-
Ing belng erected at the southwest corner of
Fourteenth-st. and Slxth-nve. he ptcked up some

brlcks and threw th m at his rescuer to force
hlm to keep hls dlstance.
At that moment a crosstown car passed

Slnce May 3 thlrty-aix delega»es, all favorlng
Major McKinley':. nomlnatlon. have been elected
in the flve States above named. whlle ln New-
York four delegates hltherto cour.ted aa aup-
portera of Governor Morton have clearly lndl-
cated thelr purpose to Joln the McKinley forcea
at St. Louls. Major McKlnley's apparent
strength ln the conventlon may therefore ba
put to-day at 469 votes.nlne more than an

actual majorlty.
The atrength of the comblned oppoaltlon, In-

cluding flfty doubtful votea, haa been reduced
from 341 to 337. One hundred and twelve dele¬

gates are stlll to be chosen, and of these tha
Ohlo candldate eeems llkely to get the support
of at least slxty or seventy.
