Asslstant Dlstrlct-Attorney Battle, who

represented the prosecutlon. made no objectlon to

an adjournment, anl Judge Fitzgerald adjourned
the p'.eadlngs untll next Wednesday, when ball wlll

be tlxed and furnished.

only the clgarettes manufaetured by the company
and to sell at a price arbltrarlly flxed by the dlrec¬

tors of the company. In other words. the dlrectora

are Indlcted for maintalning a clgarette trust in

vlolatlon of law.
