Ttie entlre expensea of the offlee
amountel to about tl,7"0, leavlng a clear proflt to
the Btate of about ti.Wfi. This would Inlicate that
the enug eum of H6,000 to $18,000 a year wlll be re-
alite. to the State by the act of the _/-g!slature
changlng the Bystetn of the offlee.

ault wlll be. Not only is there general entlafaetlon

Hc-nator Smith. proved that the clty, ln Hb 60*0141
to obtain a betterment ln munk-ipal affairs. had
slmply mmk. a leap from the ftying-pan into an
evtrcmcly hot flre.
In the last few weeks of Mayor I.c bkuccher'a

admlnlstratiuti the saloonkeepers .xerdaed some
cautlon about dlspensing llcuior on the labbath
day. In order to obtain a drink a man had to be
known to the dealer, and ln some cases, even on
the Hill. he had to present an Identltlcatlon card.
Yesterdny. however. there was a great ehange ln
the manner of conductlng thls Claadeatlne troffic
la spirlts. The front doors, lt is true. were locked
and barred. but the shades were tightly drawn,
so that no one could get a gllmpse of the revelry
g.'lng on inside. The Btde do ira were the shrlnes
at which the thlrsty Newarker and the visltor
from Xew-York worshlpped, and the aervlce was
c.ntinuotis from early mornlng until late at
nlght.
The drinklng was by no meana conflned to

any one locallty. On the Hill. BBd esp-clally
alt.ng Sprlngfleld-ave., the barrooms were crowd-
ed all day. and the baer ganhnu dl.l a ruahlng
boaineaa There haa not been BUcb a "w.n"
Sunday ln Newark for months. and the jlnglo
ef the coln as lt droppod inio the lnnds of the
barkeepers made a merry acompanlment to
th? clink of the glasses as the drlnkf-rs mut-
tered "ge*»undhelt" and drolned thelr rups of
COld lag.-r. lt waa ersentlally a beer crowd that
BWarmed along the streets. vlsltlng flrst one

aalooa and then another. Many of tbeta pald
so many vlslts that they were the worse for
wear, and a cltlzen, standing at Broad and
Mar-ket sts., waa beard to eay that he had not
seen so many Intoxlcated men ln Newark on a

Sunday for a long time.
'The I^ebkuecher crowd dliln't clor-e all the

saloons. perhaps," he sald. "but all of them
didn't do bualneaa as flagrantly as they dld to-
day."
Along Market-at. and other thorobghfares In

the business sectlon beer and whlskey were al*
most as cher.p as water and far more plentiful.
Drunken men were gn-atly In evldence, and
chlldren carrylng "growlera" could be se°n in
every block In the tenement dhrtrlct.
The Jersey Clty police endeivured to enforee

the Baodny law yeaterday, but the Ingantoua
liquor selb-n* are a.hiptlng merhod*. to serve the
ttriraty and avoM arraat, and were aiKcaaaful, a^

an unue*ual number of m.-n under the influenc?
of alcoholk- srlmulants etagsered ab >ut tbe lead-
lng rtrrets late in the afternoon and evenlng.
