THEY ACCUSE HIM OF FRAUD.

SUIT AGAINST ECWARD H, MURPHY TO
RECOVER POINT PLEASANT LOTS.

THE LAND COMPANY OFFICIALS CHARGE HIM
WITH FALBIFYING THE RECORD WHILE
ACTING AS COUNSEL, AND GETTING
CONTROL OF THE OCEAN FRONT.

Trenton, May 11 (Speclal).—A bill was filed in
the Court of Chancery to-day by the Point Pleas-
ant Land Company, praying that the deed be set
aside under which Edward H. Murphy, a well-
known New-Jersey and New-York lawyer, claims
titls to several miles of ocean front at Point Pleas-
ant. The bill Is filed by John L. Murphy, pro-
prietor of “The Trenton State Gazette” and presi-
dent of the land company, and John Moses, the
pottery manufacturcr; ex-Congressman J. Hart
Brewer and Riparian Commiasioner Willlam
Cloke, directors of the company.

The allegation is that Mr. Murphy falsified the
racords of the directors’ mesting, and fraudulent-
Iy incarporated In the deed a large tract of land
whi*h was not s3ld by the company. The bill
says that on February 7, 1503, the directors of
the Polnt Plsasant Land Company agreed to sell
to Edwarl H. Murphy, who was then the com=
pany's counsel and legat adviser, a rertaln por-
tlon of the beach front for $10,000. Mr. Murphy
drew the deed conveying the land from the eom-
}nay to himself, and rocorded the compensation

:11 the deed as "One dollar and other muﬂm
tion."”

The dlrectors say that by reason of Mr. Mur-
phy's place as adviser they trusted him implicitly
witen he represented that he had conveyved only
the land sold by the company, and the convey-
ance was signed by President Murphy and Mr.
Moses, Messrs, Cloke and Brewer being absent,
