Waahlngton, May 10..The report of the Ad-
vlsory Board of the Supreme Council of the A.
P. A., which was finally completed this morninp",
whlle cxonoratlriK -Major McKinley of some of tho
charges which have been made against hlm
and arltbdrawlng the boycott, docs not dedare
hlm to bo the cholce of tho A. P, A. The Ohlo
candldate, ao far aa the Board'a actlon affccts
hlm, 1.-4 to stand on the same footing before the
A. 1'. A. as the other Presldential candidates.
The Board condemns no one and docs not lndorse
any one.

The Bxecutlve Commlttee which lsr>u*d the boy¬

cott is not censured. as was predlcted ln aome

quartera. The Board recommenda that lts report
b» given to the preaa. it ls underatood that some

of the Weatern Republlcan membera of the order
Inalat that the report doea not go far enough, and
they are determined that the Supreme Council
ehall make good the deflciency.
The portlon of the Advlaory Board rT-ort rela-

tive to th.> McKinley boycott says that the Kx-

ecutlve Commlttee was Juetlfled on the face of
the affldavltB ln sending- out the boycott. But,
after the matter had l>een referred to a aub-com-
mlttee of three, and it had aubmltted its report,
atatementa were preaentad t" the Board which
afa iwed the charges to ho incorrect nnd not sus-

talm d. Therefore McKinley is "placed on equal-
Ity with Alllaon, Reed, Quay, Morton. Cultom and
Harriaon" ao far as the A. v. A. is ooncerned.
