THE HISTORIC CLD DUTCH REFORMED
CHURCH TO BE VACATED AXD AN¬

OTHER ERECTED.
Patsale, May 16 (Speclal)..At a meeting of tho

congregutlon Of the old Dutch Reformed Churoh of
Acquockanonk, in thla city, held last week. it was

declded, by a vote, of 112 to 18. to vacate the present
buildlng and secure a new place and select plana
for a Buitable buildlng, a commlttee conslstlng of
Danlel l>emarest, \V. A. Hogart, F. W. .Soule, W. I*.
Oaston and G. V. De Mott were ap;>o!nted to flnd
a slte. The meeting 11 dtcl.le tne cbunge was only
called after long eoatemplattea on the part of tho
offlcers <-,f tbe church. ar.d the vote showed the
popular feellng of the c-hurch.
The present buildlng was erected nearly slxty

years ago, on the aite of the orlginal church, which
