PASTORS HOKQB M'KINLEV.
THE EX-GOVERNOR BEFORE THE METH-

ODIST CONFERENCE.

MANY FUTILE BALI.OT3 M THE VOTIXO FOR

BISHOPS AT CLEVELAND.SKETCHES OF

THE I.EADIXG CANDIDATES.

Cieveland, May 16\.The lnterest of to-day's
aeaaloa of the Ifetbodlat G-neral Conference
was dlvlded between the ballotlng for the two

Bishops and the visit of Major McKinley. Con-
trary to the universal expectation, there was

no election of Bishops to-day, altbcugh a spe-
cial session of the Conference was held ln the
afternoon, and two ballots were taken. The ex-

Governor was In town to dellvex the last lect-
ure ln the speelal courso provided by the Com¬
mlttee of Arrangements of Ihe Conference for

to-nlght. He came into the Conference room at

Hl o'clock, whlle one of the delegates was speak-
ing. The moment hls well-known flgure was

seen at the slde door he was greeted with a

quiet clapplng of banda by those nearest him.
When he stepped upon the platform in full vlew
of the Conference. the whole body broke into

Utmultuous applause. Th» volee of the speaker
was drowned and the Conference mse to Its
feet as one man, wavlng handkerchiefs and
testlfylng ln the most enthuslastlc way their
reapect for the popular fctatesman He was

presonted to the preslding offlcer, Bi^hop Joyce,
who introduced him to the Conference ln these
words:

"I take great pWsure in lntroduclng to you
the Hon. William McKinley. ex-Governor of
Ohio."
The whole audience stood up to do hlm honor,

and many pressed forward to take hls hand.
He remaln d until recess an intcrf. ted llstener
to the proceedlngs, and during the Intermtssion
held an Impromptu reception on the platform.
Very little general buslness was transacted

to-day. A resolutloti was adopted requestlng
the Government not to grant certlflcates for
the sale of Intoxicants in States or countles
Where Prohibltlon prevalls. Among the reports
adopted was one from the Commlttee on Re-
vfcaton striking out the footnote in the chapter
cn baptism, which requlres adults received Into
the Church who were bapti/.ed ln infancy to

nccept the baptlamal covenant. and which de-
clares that rebaptlsm ls inconslstent with the

splrlt and deslgn of the ordlnance. The me-

morial s-rvice of yeaterday was r-bumed with
Blshop Koster in the chair, and memorials
were read of Dr. Henry Liebhart. late Edltor
of the German Sunday-school publlcations, by
Dr. A. J. Nast; of Dr. McCreary. late Edltor
of "The ChliStlan Advocate," by Dr. Coyle, and

of Dr. Sanf.nl Hunt, late sermon book agent
at Xew-Yurk, by hls colleague. Dr. Homer R.
Eaton.
The third ballot, tak-n yest*rday, was an-

nounced this morning immediately after the
readlng of the Journal. It proved that the

rumors in circulatlon last nlght as to the votes

f,,r the rarlotU candidates were not well
founded, and that the tellers had kept their
aecrot The result of the second ballot lndl-
cated that the mce wae between flve men:

MeCabe, B iwen, Cranston. Hrmllton and Buttz.

The third ballot narrowed th* contest to Mc-
Cabc, Cranston and Buttz. It was as follows:

He ls greatly loved for his genial quallties, and
would have been elected Blahop on the flrst bal¬
lot if many had not belleved that he Is far better
BUlted t" hls present place.

Dr. Ivurl Cranston ie a tlne, tall speetmen of
Western manhood, in the prlme of llfe. He
graduated from Ohio Wesleyan Unlverslty, and
began his mlnlsterlal llfe ln Ohlo. He ls a cltl-
zen of Colorado, where he _pent many years as

pastor nnd presldlng elder before he was elected
to hls present place as one of the agents of
the Western Book Concern ln Clncinnatl. He ls
regarded as a prudent man of buslness as well
as an acceptable preacher, and he ls conceded
to have good qualltles for the eplseopacy. He
was a candldate In 18N8 r.nd received a consid-
,-iabie vote. Hls age ls not far from stxty. He
.served ln the Arn.y.
Henry A. Buttz waa born In Buttzvllle, N. J..

abotu sixty-one yeim ago. He was -ducated at
Prlnceton Colleam and entered the mlnlstry of
the Methodlst Kplsc.pal Church ln the New-
York Cnnferenee. He occupled several pas-
torates, includlng that at Morrlstown and the
Market Street Church. Paters >n. When Dr. John
F. Hurst. president of Drew Theologleal Semi-
nary, was elected Bishop In 1880. Dr. Buttz, who
was then a professor ln the instltutlon. was ad¬
vanced to the presldency. a poaltlon which he
is conceded to have nlled wlth entlre satlsfac-
tlon to the Church. Hls Conference has elected
hlm reptatedly to the General Conference, and
he has been voted for a number of ttmes for
Blshop- In the General Conference of 1888 ln
N.-w-York he received 100 votea. Two or three
yeara ago, whlle he was absent ln Kurope. the
Book Commlttee selected him to succeed Dr.
Mendenhall. deceas.d, as Edltor of "The Meth¬
odlst Beview." As soon as he was lnformed of
hls selectl m he sent a table dispatch declining
the poaltlon. He ls ovei slx feet tall, and gtves
the lmnresslon of a man In vigorou. health.
Before an audience of il.OUO people, Includlng

the delegates to the Methodlst Conference, Major
.McKinley dellvered an address on "Washlngton"
in Central Armory to-nlght. There was plenty of
applause and enthuslasm, wavlng of handker¬
chiefs and cheerlng before. during and after the
address. Mr. McKinley, who tvas Introduced by
Horace Benton. of this clty, said, among other
thlngs:

It took aeven years. my countrymen, to make
