that they, too, might soon be diamissed. With the
exception «of ex-Police Captain  Carpenter, who
pleaded gullty to bribery the other day and was sent
to the penitentlury, no man among the many who
were Inlieted on account of the disclosures Lefore
tha Lexow Committee hns been sent, to prison,
Captain Stephenson was convicted, but he obtained
a new trial and Is at llberty. Inspector MélLaughiin
also was convicted, and his appeal 1s still pending
while he is out on ball

Justice Keagh opened court at 6:3) a. m, yesterday,
and the District-Attorney Was o0 hand at that
early hour to move the dlemissal of indlctments.

ELEVATED RAILROAD STAIRCASES.
