RAILROAD3 SELL “TORNADO TICKETS AND
FIFTY THOUSAND sTRANGERS VISIT THE

8t, Louls, May 81.—Grand a1d Florissant aves,
the main thoroughfarés of Bellefontaine and
(‘alvary cemeterles were covered to-day with
continuous streams of carrlages following the
victims of the tornado to thelr last resting-
placez. The appearance of the hearses in the
procession alone shuwed where one funeral m
ended and another began. There was a suniess
sky, and the sombre ciouds dripped a mllt'l‘
rain. Fifty-one of *he svictims wera burled to-
day In this cty, nd thirty-nine In East 8t
Louls.

The total of burials would havs haen larger but
for tha fact that tha facilitles of tha vndertaking
catablishments wepe inalequate to the sudden
and pressing requirements of the situation.
Quite a number of these establishments were in
ove or another of tFs namerous paths made by
the tornadn, and carriages, hearses and coffins
be the seara were reduced to Kindling. Hence
the demands upon those of the undertakers
whose plants wigre in order were doubled and as
a result there was more or leas confusion and
painful annoyance. No pretence was made of
chserving a time schedule, and In many cases
the bereaved relatives and mourners sat from
carly mornng until late In the day awalting
the coming of the funeral vehicles, Horses did
treble snd quadruple duty, the hearses being
drfven at breakneck speed from the cemeteries
1 the devastated district as rapldly as thelr
loads had been deposited at the door of the
vault or by the slde of a grave. In several in-
stances a single hearee bo-e three cofMns, one
containing the body of an adult, and the others
(hose of little ones. At the graves the religlous
services were abbreviated, and addresses of eu=
lcgy or condolenge were dispensed with,

The burials in this city were divided between
Calvary, Bellefontalne, St. Peter and 8t. Paul,
Pick*tt a- the Hebrew cemeteries, the two firsts
named ecelving the graatest numbers. Be-
twecn the hours of 8 o'clock yerterday morning
and 3:30 In the afternoon proceselons continually
passel over Geyer-ave, the thoroughfare lead-
ing to the graveyard of Sts. Peter and Paul
Denominational lines were closed up, and there
were times when the salemn words of thE come
mittal services of Cathollea and Eplscopallans,
Presbyterians and Methodists, Betists and Coms
gregotionaliste, German Lutherans, Unitarians
and Universalisis were belng repeated In the
different cemeterles at the sam. moment.
