The new
silver party eannot afford to join the Populists,
1'nder the oirenmstances, It looks as it the op-
ponents of the Nepublican party and those who
bolt from it might manage to form four or five
distinet partles for the expression of thelr opin-
fons, rightly eoncluding that they cannot win
if united, which wonld muke a highly instroe-
tive, though not particularly exclting, cam-
paign. !

BRITISH FOREIGN AFFAIRS.

The Britlsh Government 18 undeniably in an
awkward plight, so fur as its forelgn relations
are concerned.  Asla causes it much aonxlety,
with Russin oceupyiug Northeastern (China sand
pushing a rallrond toward IHerat, Sonth Af-
ricu, too, is a sore spot, which may cause still
more distress.
