Henley, July .'l-The Yale crew were out on

the Thames at 11:4."- o'clock this forenoon and
rowed down the river, making several short

stretches at a stroke from M8 to 40. The men

were in their old boat, as the new one was un¬

dergoing alterations in rigging. The crew were

not timed in their work this morning.
Crowds are gathering rapidly, and the num¬

ber of houseboats and launches along the course

is increasing very fast. The fleet already com¬

prises thirty-tWO boUSSboats and fifteen launches.
The Yale men to-day received a message con¬

voying: the beat arlabas Of the Harvard crew of
'Mi for their success in the race for the Grand

Challenge Clip. The crew have also received a

litriie number of hu-W tokens, the four-leaf clover
Pl*edomlnatlng. Among the many offerings of
this character Is the left bindfoot of a grave¬
yard rabbit, which has been carried by the Yale
coxswain in tho Tale-Harvard races for the last
four years. The ergW are In receipt of numerous

letters, giving- expression to the great interest
which is taken In America in the coming race

for the Grand Challenge Chip, and Americana
here an» no It ss hopeful for the surces*. of the
representative American eight.
At 2:30 o'clock the Yale men went out In

pair-oarej boats and took several spin» over
the half course. They then waited In their tent
until 7 o'clock, when they went out in their old
boat. They found that the new American cars

needed trueing. The course, from the start nt
the head of Temple Island to Faw ley Court,
2,310 yards, was covered in 8*34. The full
course. 1 mile MO yards, was covered In 7:1.4.
A varying stroke was used, ranging from 40 to
.'!»*, per minute.

BOB i'oOK TAKES AN OAR.
It was thought that the new boat would have

been In condition for use in this evening's prac¬
tice, but the work of "verhauling the rigging
and getting it In satisfactory shape occupied
too much time, so the old boat had to be used.
