Fourth of July in a glorious. old-time, free-for-
gll flght at Maapeth. Long Ialand, and a num¬

ber who atoutly matntain that they dld not fight
at all. but were belng taken eara of by the au-

thoritlea for no cause whatever enjoyed the

Fheriff's hospltality yeaterday. At flrst there
ware flfty-nlne of them, but flve were balled out

ln the courae of the day. and one other was ex-

reetlng aome klnd-hearted friend at any mo-

tnent. Thla number does not inolude the ordi-
nary run of "drunka" and other prisonera who
have thelr quarters ln the Jalls on other chargea.
The flfty-nlne are all men who went to the out-

lng ot the Order of the Late Poldiers of Russla,

All it theae men were attired ln glitter-
Ing unlforms, and clanking sabres were carried
by the Hussars, while the membera of the

Bchuetzen Corps carried rifles. Nearly, lf not

Vere membera of Un Lata Soldiers or of the
Hussars.

D-LAPIDATED-LOOKINC; PRISONFRg.

A Tribune reporter visited the Long Island
Clty Jall yeaterday afternoon and had a talk
*lth eorne of the prisoners. The man in oharge
at the Jail took the reporter, lo the firBt place,
to the top floor of the bui'ding, where about

thlrty men were corflned in a large room. They
were nearly all of them In their shlrtsloeves and
wore blue trousers with two red stripes run-

ajjig down the aides.

prominent. Captaln Rahn acted as the Bpokea*
man for this party. and he was tho nioat badly
^aed Up ma- )n tho rrowd He wore a bandage
about hla head. and his shlrt front was OM great
bloorlstairi Not a spot of tho whlte linen OOllld
l>e aeen. He was not in.lln.-d to talk at flrat. but
aald that he was foe||ng too badly from the ef-
f»cts of hla wounda to talk with any one. Af¬
ter aome urglng. however, he gave thia fltory:
"The troubla atarted with a member of our or-

gani.atlon avho waa drunk and dlrorderly, and
was disgiaclng us. I told him that he must
leavc the grounds. but I was unahl* to do any-
thlng avith him. I then went to one of the offl-

eers who was detalled at the grounds, nnd asked
him tn put th? man out. He was an old man.
the offlcer avas, but he started to do as I had
asked him ta
"Then the crowd began to hoot and yell, and

to tell th* offirer not to put the man out. I then
said that I would take all of the reap-PBlblllty,
but the crles from the crowd that had gathered
evldently exclted the officer, and he avas golng
to do as I hald told him. 1 then went to the
other offlcer and asked him to he]p us. He
started to do bo, and the crowd redoubled th°lr
yells. The old offlcer surldenly turned ar*>und
and said: 'The first man that speaks to me

wlil get a good clubbing.' I turned to him and
said: 'Here I am, and if you want te do any-
thlng llke that you had hetter begln on me.'
Then he raised his club and made theae Bgly
euts that you see on my head now. After that
1 got the other offlcer to come avith me. whlle
I made comploint agalnst th<- man avho had
done me up. I did thls. and when I returned to
the grounds I avas arreated, and here I am."
The Captain said that he dld not know how the

general melee was started, as that occurred
after he had left the park. Boma of the other
men, however, had told him that when they
saw how he had been treated they f*ll upon the
offlcer. Aid was telephoned for to liaepeth, and
a croavd of deputy-aherlfffl BOOB arrlved upon
the scene. Then there waa a time. The new-
comers were evldently those who were Bpoken ol
as "toughs and htims" by the prlaoneia, as the
deputies were not ln unlform, Bhootlng and
cluhhing and flghtlng tvent on for a conalderable
tlme,aand a number of people, ln all probablllty,
were arreated avho ha*'. not been Impllcated ln
the trouble. The Htissars u«ed their aabrea and
the offlcers used thelr Club*, and one or two of
the Austrians used their rlfles, and the conse-

quences were bad. One result Is that there are

over half a hundred ni en in jail in Lone Island
City. many of them sufTering from badly dnm-
aged craniums. Another is that the tavo deputy-
shertffs who were on duty at the park ar- badly
injured. One of them, John Rauman, reealved
sabre cuta on the head and hands. and the other.
the old man, Washlng».<w> J Bo h<*rry. suffered
cutB and kicks and blows, and a number of other
damagea, and hls llfe t« oVspnlred of. And the
end ls not yet, for the caaes do not come up
until to-day.

erai hundred dollars in the flght. but he lost the

sales of llquor and beer he had expected to make.
He said that it was eartdent to httn wlthln a

6hort time after the arrival of the rival organl*
zations that there wouid be trouble. but he did
not expect there would be any BUCfa affair as

occurred He savs that he and his employea
did evervthlng in their power to prevent trouble,
but war* oniv partly _uc_e_gful even at the
start When thlnKs became warm. they wer*

That the
denuty-Bheiiffa uaed more fore* than waa ne-ta-
sarv la d-ni-d by aome of thoae who erltneaaed

A FRE8H GLEAM OF HOPE.

RESCUERS IN THE TWIN SHAFT MINE
BAY THEY HEARD RAPPINOS.

INDICATIONS THAT BOME Or THE ENTOMBED

MINERS ARE ALIVE.THoCSANTiS OATHER

AT THE MINE EAOER FOR NEWB.

"vTUkesbarre, Penn.. July 5..At the Twln
haft yesterday the rescuera labored on hope-

lessly yet dogge'dly doing their duty, but with
despalr ln thelr hearts. To-day they are at-

tacklng the masa of rock and coal with a

strength gained from hope and an eagerr.033
born of expectancy, for they flrmly belleve
now that aomewhere beyond the mar3 of
th. fall aome of their comrades are allve.
Tho giad tidings were brought to the surface
this mornlng by the 11 o'clock shift, and proved
tho silvor lining to the cloiid of gloom whlch
causod tho offlclals yesterday to spoak of aban-
doning tho work. There is no talk now but of

pu.shing ahoad at every rlsk and reaching tho
ontombed men.

It was duo to the bravery of Wllliam D.
Owons, foreman. and other members of the
shift that the fact was learned. Tho shlft had
made such good progreaa that they reached a

place whoro they found room on top of tho fall
to erawl along. AriXtOOa to peo how far the
fall extended and to determine what was beyond
lt, Owons and aome of his brave folkrwera
crawlod over tho mass of dobrls. For 110 feet

they erawled and then camo to a small cloar

apaee bloehed by a fall flush with tho r«."f.

Thoy were examinlns- this fall wh»n. cloar and

dlatlnet, on tho Iron taiI camo tho s-.und that

a>sured thom not a'n of tho sixty ato doad.
Thf-ro woro two raps with a short intervnl be¬
tween and throo rapld ones. Throe tlmea thoy
woro repeated before tho mon darod belleva
tbey heard nricht. and thon back thoy sont tho

tmilar lettera have been comlng for aeveril
daya. and they wlil contlnue to come until lt is
plalnly understood that Major McKlnley doea
not expect to leave Canton for an outlng thls
year. Had he gone to Roxbury, as he thought
of dolng, his Journey would havo been a serles
of ovation3. People avould have gr°cted him iti
large numbers at all of the important stations.
and his bollday trip would have been ehanged
to a t'intlntious and, perhaps, burdensome
speech-maklng and handshaking tour, begln-
nlng with far°wells at Canton and termlnattng
only wlth the welcome at the other end of the
Journey.
Major McKlnley said to-day that he felt no
