ANTITOXIN FOR TETANUS.

ONE OF BUFFICIENT ETRENGTH TO
MAKE CURE CERTAIN,
THE GREAT TROULLE IS THAT LOCKJAW BYMP-

TOMS ARE ALWAYS SLOW IN MANIFESTING
THEMSELVES—A SERUM OF WoN-
DERFUL POWER
Dr. E. H. Wilson, bacteriologist of the Brook-

Iyn Department of Health, has probably gone |

a long way toward securing a practical anti-
toxin for the prevention or cure of the deadly
disease which Is known to sclence as tetanus,
and to the every-day world as lockjaw. He has
recently devoted much of his time to experi-
ments in the production of such an antitoxin
and the fact that he has developed a nerurn'

that has a protecting power of 1 In 3.000,000 |
is destined to interest the medical fratem!tyl

not a little. It is of particular Interest to the
lay mind on Lorg Island. es the fact is now
widely known that the goll of Long Island is
heavily charged with the bacillus tetant,

The problem that has confronted the pro-
ducers of a serum that shall Immune from Ipck-
jaw has been to get one of sufficlent power so
that & quantity not too large for injection may
yet be enough to attaln the desirable result.
When it Is stated that Dr. Wilson has pro-
ducéd a sérum with a protecting power of 1
to 3.000,000, it means that a dose welghing
1-3.000,000th as much as the person to be im-
muned will, if injected, protect such person
from the disease. If twenty cublo centimetres
of the serum developed by Dr. Wilsorn be In-
Jected Into a human being, he need not worry
about suffering from tetanus,

Dr. Wilson coisiders twenty cuble centimetres
as still too large an amount to be injected, and
will continue his experiments with a view

It Is generally acknowledged by sclentists now
that lockjaw or tetanus ia caused by a specific
organism called the bacillus tetanl. It was dis-
co\'er(_»d by Nieolafer, an Ttallan, In 1884 He
Innoculated animals with ordinary soll and they
dled from tetanus, Locking of the jaw, by-tha-
way, Ia only one of the symptoms of tetanus,
which affects all of the voluntary muscles.

GENUINE CASES GENERALLT FATAL.

Dr. Wilson is of the opinion, judging from
his own experience and Informatlon, that genu-
ine cases of tetanus are generally fatal. If a
man recovers it must be because he had some
other complaint which was accompanled by a
convulsive locking of the jaw.

One cannot catch tetanus unless some of the
bacilli get into & wound, Dr. Wilson helde. And
because of the fact that the germ will not grow
In the presence of oxygen, Dr. Wilson says thera
= little danger unless a baclllus gets Imbedded
in a punctured wound, so that the alr {s shut off
from it.

Tha bacillus, as soon as It is established, be-
gins to manufacture two deadly poisons—te-
tanine and tetanotoxin. These are ahsorbed
into the circulatlon and so effect the nervoug
system that eonvulsions follow, Just why, In
the economy of nature, this bit of life makes a
deadly poison i a matter of surmise, but [t
may be to protect it from predatory bacilll of
other speciea that are Inimical toward It

The first work toward getting an antitoxin
was done by Kitasatn, a Japanese hacteriologist,
in Professcr Koch's laboratory in Berlin, He
tound It possible by beginning with an extremely
small dose, followed by larger dnses, to Im-
munize an animal againat the polsons of te-
tanus, and that the blood serum of the animal 8o
immunized contalned a substance (antitoxin)

wlhlﬁh would save the lives of thosa inoculated
with 1t.

Rince this discovery the medical books show
that there have been thirteen authenticated
cases of cure of this disease by antitoxin.

Dr. Wilann has been paving his respects to the
tetanus bactllus more or less for four yeara but

| only recently has he given murch attention to

its cure.

The more virulent the tetanus polsons the
maore effective the antitoxin that is formed from
{t., This Is ths well-known principle upon whirh
Dr. Wilson has heen working. The more times
the cultures ares passad through sugceptihle anl-
mals the more virulent the polson they are able
to produce. Suffice it to gay Ir lleu of explana-
tinn of this that experimenta show It to he trus,

Dr. Wilsnn began his recent highly successful
experiments with exceedingly virulent cultures
that were sent tn him by Professor Tizzonl, an
ftalian bacterinlogiat. Thers iz no telling how
many animala Professor Tizzonl passed theae
cultures through, hut Dr. Wilson continued to
pass them through guinea pigs for a year be-
fore he obtained from them his highly effective
serum.

T'r. Wilson was eourtenus enough tn take a
Tribune reporter through his experiment ronms
fn the Hoagland Laboratory. There ls an in-
tereating collection of guinea pigs, rabbits and
white mire, all of which are to come to untimely
deaths in tha cause of sclence, Some of the
guinea plgs had tetanus bacilli in them. but as
they require ahout flve days tn develnp, the
animals showed no gymptoms of the disease,

INCUBATING TETANUS BACILLL

For incubating bacilll of sufficlent virulence Dr.
Wilson has a large incubator, lined with ashestos
and kept at a uniform heat of 36 degrees centi-
grada by an electrical regulator. Bome culturer
were being developed in glasses of heef tea, hut
becauss of the fact that they do not develop In
alr or oxvgen, the glasses were incloged In a large
glans receptacle. This was charged with hydro-
gen, and, for fear any oxyvgen might have re-
mained in it, a substance was placed at the bot-
tom of the jar that has the power to abaorb
oxXygen.

When this beef tea is thoroughly saturated
with the tetanus toxin the tea and polson are
separated from the cultures by means of a porce-
lain flter. Then the doctor is ready for his
horses, of which he has twelve, with which he is
creating the life-saving serum, He begins by in-
Jecting one-half cuble centimetre of the poison
into a horse Once in every five or alx days the

dose, Increased In size, 18 repeated, until finally
the horse is given an injection of 200 centi-
metres.

The blood is then taken from the horse and tha
gerum extracted. The difficult process of stand-
ardizing the serum, or, rather, the antitoxin In it,
follows. The way this is done Is to inject a small
animal with toxin of known virulency. The va-
rlous quantities of serum are administered, and

“The great trouble about tetanus is that it 1s

not t‘l'pablo of ecarly diagnosis,’’ sald Dr. WIil-
son. "It can be recognized only by symptoms
Which are the result of profound intoxication,
and after considerable progress of the disease. A
patient died In New-York after injection with
antitoxin, but It was because the disease had
gone too far."

WORK IN THE INSTITUTE'S LABORATORY
BEGINS TO-DAY.

DR. CONN ANT HIS ASSOCTATES READY FOR WORK
—THE COURSES OF INSTRUCTION—
BEAUTIES OF COLD SPRING

HARBOR.

Tha summer's work at the Blslogical Laboratory
of the Braooklyn Institute of Arts and Sclences at
old Spring Harbor, Long Island, will begin to-day,
but it !s not expected that the regular classes
will get in operation until to-morrow, Few of the
studsnts had arrived last evening, but several of
the instructora were already on hand

Professor Herbert W. Conn, of Wesleyan Unl-
versity, the general director of the laboratary,
arrived from Middistawn, Conn, on Friday, riding
over from Port Jefferson on his bicyels, after cross-
ing tha Seound on the boat plying between Port
Joftarson and Rridgeport. Professor H. T. Fernald,
of the Btata College of Pennsylvania, who is the
assistant dlrector of the laboratory, and instructor

Pratt, of Haverford Cnllege, with his wife. Pro-
tessor Pratt is engaged at the laboratory for
the first time thin year. he wiil conduct the rclass
in zoolagy.
