NO NEW-YORK SPEECH WANTED.

THE PROCEEDINGS IN DETAIL

The ;ds from the city. were assembled in con-
stantly increasing numbers at the front of the Coll-
seum at 11 a m., but all the doors were closed,
The newspaper men strove In vain to ralee the
blockade, so far as they were concerned.
