The first act of the
Conventlon yesterday disclesed an antagonism
of spirit and purpose as complete as it conld
Nor was the vote
Senator Hill himself says that he
received on personal grounds the votes of
gome, he belleves of ten, delegates who are for
free silver outright. Ilis opponents instance
four votes from West Virginia and others, and
one of the most earnest speakers for Hill, J.
W. St. Clair, of West Virginia, declared him-
self for “free colnage and the pomination of
a rock-ribbed free-silver Democrat,” but he
sarned his party that it needed the votes of all
Democrats in November. The appeal did not
avall, nor the tearful expostulations of Colonel
Fellows, nor the defiant tone of Governor Wal-
ler. The vote—3dat for Danlel and 349 for Hill
—shows less than the actual silver strength.
All partles expect that the gold delegation
from Nebraska will be unseated on report of
the Committee on Credentials, and the change
of these 16 votes with the 10, niore or less, cast
for Hill by free-silver men, will make the roll
stand 782 for free sllver and 323 agalnst. The
poll of the Michigen delegation showed 15
against and 13 for free silver, o that the 28
votes were cast for Hill under the unit rule.
A change of two votes by actlon of the Com-
mittee on Credentlals, seating the contestants
in only one distriet, or half the contesting dele-
gates-at-large, would make the whole vote for
free silver. and it would be strange, indeed, if
the committee could not find ground for such
a report, in view of the published aecounts re-
garding the way Mr. Don Dickinson's success
in that State was secured. Nor Is there reason
to suppose that the Conventlon would not adopt
such a report with a wild yell of rejoleing. The
clalm that the decision of the National Com-
mittee in favor of one set of contestants is
final, or that contestants are debarred from
urging their clajms before the Committee on
Credentials and the Convention because they
first appealed to the National Committee, would
pot be seriously made by anybody in a sober
and sane Conventlon, Thus it Is plain that the
silver men can, If they choose, grasp a full two-
thirds vote, and with every appearance of re-
spect for nsage and for right, since It Is not
gerlously denied that the majority of Demo-
crats wanted free silver In poth the disputed
Btates.
* There is nothing surprising In the deeision
to reject Hill. The majority were afraid to
have thelr ecause discussed In open Conventlon
—afrald especlally to have it done by one who
bhad been chosen temporary chairman-—and felt,
as one delegate bluntly avowed, that they
“would have to spend all the fall in explaining
away that speech at the WesL" They were
afrald, moreover, to place any power in the
hands of a man whose reputation for thorongh
freedom from scruples In political matters is
that of Senator Hill. They were quite right
because they are weak in their cause, though
strong In votes. Yet It was a most unsafe
thing to do in any such Convention, because
affronting to the majority of the commlittee and
to its nominee, and exceedingly apt to turn
some in favor of the persons thus assalled.
Plainly, so great a departure from the long-
established customa of Democratie conventions
would never have been attempted, because
creating an excuse for assalling the falrness of
the nomination and refusing to support the
candidate, had It not first been deliberately de-
clded to make the fight at all hazards without
New-York and against New-York.

It 18 this dellberate determination whigh
makes this Convention In all probabllity as
much the beginning of a new era as was the
Conventlon of 1860, which split into warring
fragments. In that body the declsion of Bouth-
ern Democrats to fight without and agninst
the majority of Democrats in nearly all the
Northern States was In itself 4 rupture of the
party, and created on the {nstant two sectional
parties. Precisely so, the Lastern Democrats
have full right to declare that the party has
been ruptured already, not by their act,
but by a step which fmplies a settled deter-
mination of Western and Southern Democruats
to fight without and against those of the East,
and to leave them not & chance of sustnlning
themselves in thelr own Btates. The form of
words makes no difference. In effect, by action
which speaks londer than sny words, the West-
ern and Bouthern Democracy declares that It
wants no more to do with Eastern Demoeracy,
cares for no votes from it, and will resort to
measnres nnprecedented in Demoeratie conven-
tions in order to deny to Eastern Democrats n
hearing or a chauce to so influence the netion
of the party that they may be able to carry
Eastern States. After such a step, Mr. Whit-
ney might well elalin that an ontward bolt or
n formal protest, no matter what the form,
could be no more than a recognition of the fact
that silver Democrats have made a4 united party
impossible, and have shown Eastern Democrats
the door.

MR. HOBART'S SPEECH,

The ceremony at Paterson yesterday after-
noon when the committee from the Nationul
Convention made formal annonneement to Gar-
rot A. Hobart of his nomination for Viee-P'res-
jdant was a fitting complement to the ¢eremony
at Canton u week ago. Mr. MeKinley's ad-
dress then was so stralghtforward and ad-
mirable that even his enemies were compelled
to speak well of him, and n host of new friends
was made by it. Mr. Hobart's response to the
gpeech of Mr. Falrbanks was no Jess felicitons,
1t was simple, direct and In good taste, The
campalgn Issues were stated clearly, and the
candidate showed himselt unequivocally to be
fn aecord with the party's declaration of prin-
clples.

Mr. Hobart has a terse way of putting things
that promises well for his success fn a eam-
palgn, and fully susialns his reputation as a
man who knows how to say the right thing in
the right place. Ile accepted his honors moid-
estly, but with dignity, and paid a gracefnl
tribute to his lepder on the ticket. In speaking
on the finaneinl question bhe declared: “An
“honest dollar, worth 100 cents everywhere,
seannot be coined out of 53 cents’ worth of
“silver plus a legislative fiat.” “That fs the
centrnl truth, around which the sound-money
fight must be waged, The silver ¢raze Is the
greenback craze revived-53 cents’ worth of
silver having taken the place of a tenth of a
cent's worth of paper as the foundation for
wiracle-working, and epigrammatic statement
of the fact is the best way to conquer the de-
luslon that the sllver demand Is anything else.
The basls of gound money, gold or silver, Mr.
Hobart says, is found “in the eommercinl value
“of the metal contained in the respective coing.
“This commerclal value I8 fixed by the mar-
“kets of the world, with which the great in-
“terests of our country are necessarlly connect-
“od by Innumerable business ties, which eannot
“he severed or ignored. Great and self-reliant
“q8 our conntry Is, It is great not alone within
“ftg borders and upon Its own resources, but
“beeause It also reaches ont to the ends of the
searth In all the manifold departments of bust
spess, exchange and comieerce, and must main-
“tain with honor Its standing and eredit among
“the nations of the earth’'

Altgeld, Tillman and the rest are the descend-
ants in the direct line of the Southern fire-
eaters, who would listen to no compromise and
accept no terms, bhut were bent on having their
own way whatever happened to thelr party or
the conntry. o, too, David B. Hill, William €.
Whitney and their goldstandarnd nssocintes,
who appear to be making a determined fight
agalnst the free-silver bullles but are all the
time eager for a compromlse, are the lneal
succeessors of Fernando Wood and the New-York
“Softs" of the Charleston Conventlon,
George Fred Willlams—well, George Fred lsn't
anybody’s lineal successor; he is his own an-
cestor; ns Tiberius sald of Rufus, “descended
from himself.”

The bullles and swaggerers of the Clarles
ton Conventlon were in a minority.

THE POSKIRLE CANDIDATES.

When the Republiean Conventlon was in
preparation nlmost every Democratic news-
paper in the land devoted much space for weeks
to lnborifous attneks on MeKinley, showing In
the clearest way thelr profound anxlety that
he should not be nominated. Not the least
anxiety of the kind has been shown by Repub-
lican journals regarding the Democratie selec-
tion of a candidate, Even now. with that con-
vention in sesslon, not the slightest Interest
seems 1o be taken in the matter. There s no-
body whom the Republicans partlenlarly fear
or especially desire to have nominated, and
they would be only too glad to bave the Demo-
erats put up the best and strongest man they
can who represents the actual alms of the
party.

Most of thelr possible candidates have been
tested. Governor Boles, of lowa, found his
way Into office on the Prohibition Issue, and
when the tidal wave against Republicans was
at Its lelght In 1801 was ngain elected Gov-
ernor by a plurality of 8216 1n a total vote of
420,152, recelviog 207,080 votes. Dui two years
later the sume man was beaten by 32356 plu-
pality ina total vote of 415,570, receiving 35,000
fowor votes than in 1801, The largest vote
ever cast for pim was smaller than the Repub-
Hesn vote In 180F or In 1865 I8 there any
sense In supposing that o candidate thus beaten
ean earry Towa in n Presidentinl year against
a4 strong Republican?

Or take the case of Bland.  After having
been eleoted eleven times in suecession o prace-
tieally the same Democritle llL‘lLrit‘T. which
easily gave him majorities of thousands —2,5K)
in 1802-he was beaten In 184 by a pew aud
comparatively young Republican, becauge the
Populists east some 3,500 votes against “Silver
Dick,” and for a candidate of thelr own.

Governor
Matthews, of Indlana, is supposed to have a

cratie tidal year he was elected by a plurality
of 6076, recelving 200,601 votes, but two years
later the Republicans had 44,773 plurality, enst-
Ing 255,505 votes, the total vote belng larger
than had ever been cast In a Presidentlal elee-
tion. What s there to indicate that Matthews
could carry his own State? McLean talks
largely of Ohlo voting for free sliver, though
his utmost exertlons in that State did not pre-
vent a plurality of 93,622 for Bushnell lnst year,
against Campbell, whom some want to make
the candidate now, and 40,000 majority over
Democrats and Populists combined, with a fuil
vote, The Demoerats stand In great nesd of o
eandldate who has at least some chance of
carrying his own State and breaking the great
Republican phalanx, bhut not one of these seems

On that basis long-headed Senatorinl leaders
of Democracy conspired six months ago with
Teller and other sllver Senators, who promised
the electoral votes of sliver mining States, and
n vast lot more which they fancied a bolt would
win from r‘m Republicans. But Senator Teller
does not seen likely to be the Democratle ean-
didate, The five States which produce prac-
tically all the silver tnken from United States
mines have only sixteen electoral votes, and
there ‘5 a painful lack of evidence that in any
of the States composing the great Republican
phalanx Teller and the Demoerats together
conld poll a8 many votes ns the Democrats
alone, Twenty-four years ago Democruts pomw-
Inated a more distinguished and abler Repub-
lean than Sguator Teller, and were able to cast
for him 30 few Democratle votes that, with all
the Republienn support he recefved, his total
vote—omitting the four States which had not
voted In 18685 —wnas 2,013,210, while Democrats
alone had east 2,700,618 for Seymour four years
earller, The Democrats who care for free sil-
ver and nothing else ure not a majority. Those
who care for Free Trade would hardly forget
that Mr. Teller has been a Protectionist all his
lfe. The Popullsts have been doing thelr hest
to heat Teller and his friends for years, and
in Colorado were beaten by 18,608 in 1804, while
8,237 Democrnts threw away their votes for n
geparate ticket; In Montana Popullsts were
beaten by 7.000, while 10,309 Demoerats threw
away their votes, and In Ideho they were beat-
en by 3,087, while 7,057 Democrats threw away
their votes. What Indicates that, even In these
sllver Btates, the partles which have been fight-
Ing each other can to-day be united? It Is not
at all clear that enough votes can be brought
together to earry even these Stofes for any
partienlar gllver enndidate.

That
I8 to may, If the weather put the crews on as
oven terms as possible It was generally felt that
the Englishmen wonld win, The terms are
often very nneven at Henley, and an accidental
advantage of wind and water might have
changed the result. We are glad that Yale did
not have such a plece of luek, even though the
consuquence wis 4 more complete demonstra-
tion of ber lnferiority than we had looked for.
The Amerlean onrsmen were certalnly not dis-
graeced. They pnlled a hard and plucky race
from start to finish, though they hnd little
power left when they crossed the llue,

The keenest disappointment will perhaps be
cnused by this feature of the race, as well as
the greatest surprise. It has been assumed
that oarsmen sensoned by the system of Yale
teaining would at least last well and come in,
whether ahead or behind, with something In
reserve. It Las not troubled Yale crews much
to win a long successlon of vietorles at New-
London over a four-mile course, and It was not
genernlly expected that a mile and a third of
Henley water would nge the Americans up.
But It wonld be unjust to conclude that they
were (ll-trninad, or overtraived or originally
lncking In staming, for the two cages are radl-
cally different, It Is conceded that the Henley
conrse, short In distance though It is, Is n
“heart searcher.” The rauce I8 o continual spurt
from the word “go,” and men who have pot
been specifically prepared for it are certain to
wish they had been. Moreover, Captaln Cook
Is doybtless right in saying that the quality of
the water as well as the character of the race
requires a modifieation of the usual Yale meth-
ods and equipment.

These nre some of the nseful suggestions
which the Yale men will bring home with them,
and thelr experienes will be of advantage ro any
erew hereafter contesting in England, At the
same thme yesterday's race foreibly ilustrates
the disadvantages which any erew is likely to
encounter which erosses the Atlantie In efther
direetion. It is not fmprebable that the Lean-
der eight would have been beaten In a four-mile
strugzle In Amerlean waters, after only three
weeks' practice here, by the wen whom they
have g0 declslvely vanguoished. Where the su-
premacy would remaln, if It were possible to
bring the two crews together under conditions
to which both were equally accustomed, It i3
open to anybody to judge for Lilmself. Sneh
copditlons can, in fact, never be established.
English experts have praised the Leander erew
highly, whila the Yale erew was not consldered
by Ameriean experts to be equal to some of its
predecessors, So that there I8 still a fature,
Over the Engllsh course English ideas of rig
and stroke were elearly vindieated; the race was
handromely and eastly won; the Awerlean oars-
men have nothing for which to veproach them-
wpelves, and altogether the experience has been
fortunate, though far from trivmphaet.
