The year past has been productive of several works
of merit on the law of negligence. Untll quite re-
cently this was a comparatively new field of legal
science. The preface to Shearman and Redfield's
standard treatise, which was first published in 1878,

\ wspeaks of negligence as a “new subjegt” for the
law writer. Since the expansion of the common-
carrier system however, this branch of the law has
undergone A great development, and the decisions
which deal with it are now multitudipous. The
congested condition of the reports has ealled forth
the labors of several authors and editors in endeav-
ora to put the results of tha |nnumerable cases into
such form that they might be avallable to the busy
lawyer without great wasis of energy on his part.
Durlng the last twelve months not lesa than four
works of standard excellence have appeared, Of
these the volume of ex-Sepator Thomas 1= by Ita
form and contents in many respects best adapted to

- the dafly needs of the actlve practitioner of this
Biate,

The author of this work has been well equipped
for h's taek by h's own experience In the particular
fleld of litigatlon treated by him. His endeavor, as
stated in the preface, has been to construci a wink
“for pract!cal common use'" In this he haa suc-
ceeded. The book glves evilence not only of great
industry, but also of the practical lawyer's trained

discrimination, and of the art of condensation and

slassification. In form, the work Is neither a treatse
nor a collection of cases; it s rather an encyciopas-
dla of the law of negligence, designed, evidently,
more especlally for use in this State, and not claim-
ing to be exhaustive with reference to declsions eige-
where. The toplcs are treated in alphabetical order.
Each title has its own brief table of contents, The
order of treatment of each separate subdivision ls,
_ first, a conclse statement of the “rule” or of the
general principla of law; second, a digest of all the
decislions of the New-York Court of Appeals ar-
ranged in chronologleal erder: third, all unreviewsd
decisiona of the Supreme Court, and, fourth, as
comprehensiva a digest of the decislons In the other
States as was permittad by the design of the work.
The advantages of this method of arrangement ars
apparent.
In his statement of the rules the writer has heen
painstaking, accurats and clear. In mauy cases
he has constructed them out of the language of the
ecourts, A valuable feature of the work 18 the
coplous extracts which are given from the opinlons
of the courts. Nearly all the leading cazes ara
thiis amplified, the quotatlons Including not anly the
most useful parts of the opinions, but also the array
of authoritles clted by the judge. This gives the
reader a view of the underlying prineiples and of
the process of Judicial reasoning which no mera
digest could afford, and it also combines with the
* shronological method of arrangement to enable him
to trace the development of the law from the early
sources. A good feature Is the printing ‘of the
rules, the decisions and the opinlons in three diffare
ent styles of typs. The present work, although
condensed Into one volume, contains all the ma-
terlals for an extended treatise, The author has
entirely refrained from comment. Although the
work Is designed espectally for the practitioner, It
will prove useful to the student, not only in the
study of the particular branch of torts to which it
relates, but also in the =tuly of the law of bali-
ments and carriers and master and servant. As a
supplement to the text-hooks on those questions, it
will be of great asslstance. The indexing of the
work Is well done,
