wlth the Bulldlnga Department for houses on that

aome houses on the other s! le of the Btreet. The

THE MAYOR'S DECISION.
HE ANNOUNCES THAT HE WILL NO LON-

GER DABBLE IN POL1TICS.

THIS 6TATEME.VT CAI.I,I FORTH A NUMBER OF

SAIir-ASTlC OOMM.RTI AT THF. KXl'ENPF.

OF BROOKXYN'S CKOV
MAGISTHATE.

Within the last two or three days Mayor Wur-

ater haa arrived at a etartllng coneluslon. He

aaya he la not a polltlctan elther by breedlng ot

bv* prodllectlon. He haa taken the temperature
of local polltlcs during the last few weeks. Btalng
up the Bituatlon, a.4 It were. and hns come to the

declalon that the ehlef maKlstrate of a great etty
can fortlfy hlmael*' much better ln hla poaltlon bf
leavlng the Intrlcacles of polltlcs to othera. Yes-

terdav he announeed hls declalon ln these words:

"I have been observlng my fellow-cltlzena
rloselv. and lmve reached the eonclmlon that

they do not desire thelr Mayor Io dabble In poll¬
tlcs. elther Natlonal or local. I propose to aet on

this propoaltlon during the remalnder of my offl¬

clal Ufa."
With thla brlef statement Mr. Wurster, hy hla

manner. indlcated the subjert closed, and would

not go deeper Into hls reasons for so radDal a

change of lieart. Hls declalon was recelved wlth

much aurpriaa by the local polltlrlans of both

sldes, and varlous comments were made. Clty
Worka Commlssioner WIUIs, when the Mayor/8
statement was repeated to him. merely arrhcl

hls expresslve eyebrows and gave forth a non-

committal reply. He said that the Mayor could

aet as he pleased, and left lt to be lnferred that

tho derlsion dld not affect any other of the clty
ofllcials or- thelr followers. Thomas Fitchle, ex-

Supervlsor, nnd prerMdcnt of tlie McKlnley
League, gave a prolonged whlstle when he was

told the nows.

"Well." said he, "It ls a wise declslon on the

part of the Mayor. I have never thought lt wlse
for a Mayor to take an Interest In local polltlcs."
Sherlff Buttling, who. by-the-way, Is an antl-

admlnlstration Republlcan, and rarely says any¬

thlng about polltlcs or polltlcians without rais-

Ing u laugh. said: "It would have been a good
thing lf Mayor Wurster had reached this conclu-
sion long ago. Ile doe^n't know the first thing
about poUUca Now that he has retlred, I sup-
pose the gold-bri< k workcrs in Kings County
will go out of business. Wurster ontinues to

make promlses, notwithstandlng hls retlrement
from the politlcal fleld."
Mr. Buttllng was so Impressed by the news

that he could not refraln from runnlng Into
the next offlce to tell hls bosom frlend. Coroner
Coombs. The Coroner dropped hls pen when he
heard It. he was so much surprlsed.
"Well, that beata me. ba exclaimed. "What

hns gotten into Wurster?"
"Riligion, I gueaa," said BuUlIng, "or else he

ls on a still hunt for the next nomlnatlon for
Oovernor, nnd wants to slKle in eaay."
"That's funny," commented Coroner Coombs.

"Who would hiive thought that Wuister would
give us su.'h n shock."
On the pemocBatlc side, Mlrabeau L. Towns.

Colonel and Po.-t Laureate of Brooklyn. who has
been a candldate for all nomlnatlona fr.un con-

stable up to the Presidency. said at flrst that
he did not belleve It. Then he remarked that
the Mayor's declalon was a grent thing for blm¬
aelf and a good thing for the people of Brook¬
lyn. Mr. Towns could not ba expected to get
through an interview without belng Barcastic,
and added thnt before the Mayor was elected
he was a hlphly respected buslness man, and
mlght. if he had rot fallen so deept] Into the
maelatrom of polltlcs. been initiated into 0ov«
ernor Iforton'a shoes l.y another route long ere

this.
"With the Mayor out of polltlcs. ran on Mr.

Towns, "there may be a chance for the clty
government to move along ln a more buelneee-
llke way." Mr. Towns, as w..uld naturally be
expected. said a Iot more, and eloaed with this
epigrammatie sentenre: "The ghost of Ananlaa
stalks through the City Hall and bOOdOOB the
Mayor."
What Mr. Towns meant was not exactly clear,

but after this he turned hls attention to a new

poem which he was wrlting.
