sig, representing the Athletles. There is a chance
that the New-Haven team wlill sell out to Lau-
caster, leaving the League with six members, as
heretofore.

The delegates wera not slow to give the reasons
for throwing the Metropolitans out of thelr League.
They sald that Freedman had handled baseball
affairs In 8o high-handed a fashion that his presence
in the League was no longer desired. Many present
gald that If the Natlonal League could be as fortu-
nate In ridding {tself of Freedman the game at
Inrge would be benefited materially. It was pre-
dicted last nlght that this action of the Atlantle
League might be the forerunner of a simlilar action
to be taken by the National League,

President Crane, In speaking of the “throw-down"
of Freedman and his “Mets,” had this to say: “The
Metropolitanas were thrown out becauss they nad
not lived up to their contractual obligatlons. The
vluh was not expelled for the non-payment of its
dues, as hae been stated. We decided that we
wouid be better off without them, and we have
taken this means of ridding ourselves of an unde-
sirable customer. We want to be fair about It,
however, and wae ghall return to Freedman the
$200 which he posted to have his team go through
the =euson, and the $100 which he pnid to the Na-
tlonal League for protection. As for his players,
we do not want them. 1 understand that he has
only three men under contract, anyway."
