MORE GOLD WITHDRAWALS.

THE RESERVE NOW DOWN TO $89,600,000-
$720,000 TAKEN FROM THE Sl'B-

TREASCRY.
Wlthdrawals of gold from the Sub-Treasury yes¬

terday brought the gold reserve in the Untted
States Treaaury below- $100,000,00. The total wlth¬
drawals were $72.,000. whlch left the reserve at

about $_9,-00.000. Hetdelbaeh, Ickelhcimer A <'o.
took -nOO.miO for ahlpment to Germany. but they
found the gold to be too light ln weight. They had

not the time to obtaln enough in addltlon to bring
the conslgnment up to the wetght called for by
thelr order, and they poBtponed shlpment until next

week. The Merchanta' Bank of Canada took $100,-
000 for tranafaar to Canada. Ztmmermann & For. hay
took $120,000 "for counter nse," making the amount

withdrawn by them from the Sub-Treasury for the

week $300,000. They aald some of thelr oustomers

desired gold. and were wllllng to pay a commlssion
for It. They sald there waa ro premlum on gold,
and there was not llkely to be so long as the (»ov-

ernment continued to pav it out. The under. tand-
Ing was that they recelved a commla.i.ui of MO-
elgnth of 1 per eent.. which is the regular com-

mission.
Tbe New-York banks have lately reeeived many

requests frcm thelr correspondents throughout the
country fcr gold. but they have decllned to fvirnlsh
lt. Thev havo referred thelr corrcs-fondents to the
specl- dealers. The lnterior banks rieed the gold
for customers who have obltgatlons to meet whlch
are speclfl.-allv pavabie in gold. Ther- 1. dpubtleae
aome hoarling of gold. and it is eapect-d to m«
creaso in vi.-w of the silver eraze, but an absolute

premlum on g -ld ls hardlv looked for, Inasmu.-h as
