A BILLION DOLLARS AT STAKE.

There are now In the savings-banks of the
United States deposits amounting to nearly
$2,000,000,000, the properiy of nearly 5,000,000
Aepositors, the Individunl acconnts averaging
a little under $400 each. Every dollar of that
stupendous sura was, when deposited, worth
100 cents. Fvery dollar of it Is today worth
100 cents. But the moment free colnage of
sliver at 16 to 1 should go Into force every dol-
lar would be reduced In value to about 50 cents,
and nearly a billion dollars of the common pey-
ple's money would be lost, The man who had
deposited a hundred dollars worth 100 cents
each would be able to draw ot only a hundred
so-callel dollars worth 50 eents each,  The
average deposit would still nominally be §400;
actually it wonld be only $200. The aggregnte
for the whole country would still be §2,000,-
Q00,000 In name; in practieal value and pur-
chaslng power It would be only $1,000,000,000.

This wounld affect nll parts of the counfry.
The majority of deposltors are in the East, but
there are myriads In the West and South.
Iowa has nearly 80,000 depositors, with ac-
counts aggregating nenrly £30,000,000; Minne-
soln 43.000, with $10,000,000; South C'arolina
17,500, with £4,600,000; California 160,000, with
$127,000,000. What do these depositors think
of the scheme for sealing down thelr acrounts
one-half? How do they propose to vete upon
it? A billlon dollars are at stake. Not the
money of the “gold bugs," of millionglres, of
Nattonal banks, but the hard-earned savings
of the common people. Is such a sum fo be
gacrificed In order that a ring of gold-contract-
making sllver speculators may be enriched?

PREJUDICE AGAINST BANKERS.

A prejudice against banks never falls to ac-
company an interruption of prosperity. The
banker stands to the minds of his fellows for
the possessor of ready money, He has mouey
to loan to those with security to offer, while
those having no credit find It useless to ask for
his ald, His business is dealing In money just
as n grain man's is dealing in wheat, and as
in a famine the merchant with stores of flour
lu his warelouse becomes an object of envy
and hatred, so the banker during an industrial
depression 18 looked upom with susplclon as
one who has what his fellows need and will
ald them only for hire. The harboring of this
suspicion paves the way for denunciation of
him on the charge that he grows rich through
others' misfortunes. This feeling against bauk-
ers 18 likely to be strongest in rural communi-
tles, where people live off their land, barter
produce and handle comparatively lttle money. |

It was especially stroug n this country after the |
Revolution, and it was one of the serfous ob-
stacles which Alexander Hamilton had to meet
in perfecting the financial system of the new
Government, In s argument for the estab.
lishment of the United States Bank he con-
vineed his ecountrymen of the narrowness of
thelr prejudics, and first gave to fhe Unlted
States prosperity and eredit.

Jackson's
wiar on the [U'nlted States Bank was an out-
break of the frontlersman’s hostillty to an In-
stitution of civillzation whose workings he did |
not understand, and its suceess resulted a few
years later In the panic of 1837, The opposl- 1
tion to the National bankg during and after the
War came from the same Ignorance and jeal-
ousy of people who could® not comprehend the |
finanecial laws -as unchanging and necessary
a8 the law of gravitation—which made those
institutions so nseful for the country’s credit
and commerce. The same prejudies Is now
being diligently fostered hy the opponents of
sound money. The banker 18 represented os |
the plotter agalpst general prosperity, the
demon who seeks to rain his fellows, the miser
who hoards wealth and withdraws it from the
people, That these representationg should have
influenee in hard times is not surprising, for
they appeal to the natural distrust of a man
who has pot toward him who appears to have,
even though the having be but appearance,
though the store be but a trust on which the
very ones most jealous of the eustodian have a4
claim. RBut as a matter of fact the hanker Is
the last person in the world to want a panie,
to knock down his debror or to hoard hls wealth.
He has large sums due him, and any disturb-
ance will Interfere with his eollections, and
perhaps prevent his paying delts of his own,
His highest interest s to be pattent with a
debtor and earry him along rather than drive
him to the wall and bave a bad delit on his
books, at once a loss and an fodictment of his
business sense. He takes no factories or farina
on his hands {f he ean aveid It. His alm 18 to |
keep every dollar he ean safely part with in
the hands of some pergon who can employ It
to grow wheat or knlt stockings, make a profit
with It and pay it back with use to the banker.
The more money the farmer makes and de-
posits with him, the brisker trade Is which
makes enterprises requiring money attractive
to business men, the greater the demand for
loans Is, the better the progpect for thelr re-
payment without trouble Is, the happler is the
banker. He does not fatten on general disas-
ter® His harvest tlme is the day of prosperity.

Beenuse the banker does not want cheap
money some people think he seeks to corner
the currency amnd bleed debtors. But this s
just what lie does not desire. He Is a debtor
himself. If cheap money would benefit any-
body In the long ron it would benefit him. The
chartered bankicg Institutlons of the State of
New-York are to-day Indebted to the publle
In the form of deposits subiject to check in the
sum of $1.853,000,000, while the publie owe
them In loans and  discounts  $1,200,000,000,
Thus they, the bankers, are debtors for aliost
EGN NN, Supposing  Tree silver should
come.  With thelr great resources the bankers
could prepare for the emergency. They conld
turn thelr property into gold more readily than |
others; they could ehange that gold Into sllver,
and they conld digeharge thelr milllons of In-
debtedness for 58 cents on the dollar amd save
enough by the transaction to compensate them
for any loss by faliure of their debtors. The
bankers would ge1 on hetter than others, nid be
ready for the reaction and depression which
would Inevitubly follow, It Is uot beeanse they
eannot take care of themselves that they are
opposed to free sliver, bat becanse they know
the laws of flnance, and reallze more clearly
than others that free silver Is a vielation of the
principles of safe business amd means certalo
ruin In the end

BOME BRITISH REASONABLENENS,

The chief object of the present negotintlons
herween Great Britaln and the United States
is 10 establish a permanent system of arbitra-
tion for the settlement of all disputes that may
propecly be disposed of in that manner.  Ofhi-
clal and popular attention I8 therefore most
given to the general prinelples of lnternational
arbiteation, withont regard to thelr bearing
npon any speclfie ease. One specltie ense does,
however, obtrude Itself into the discussion, Or
perbups it would be more correct to say that |
it belongs there, as Indesd B does. The retoark
has been made that the Venezunelan digpute ls
the one thing that wakes diffienlt the negotlo- :
tion of a general arbitration treaty. That does |
not seem to he substantlated by the facts of
the ease, The chief disagresment between the
two Governments scems to be on general prin-
ciples, not on the particulsr detalls of that |

case. Moreover, It Is perfectly obvious that
this Venezuelan dispnte has done more than
snything and everything else since the Geneva
dward to set people to thinking about arbltrn-
tlon, and to lmpel the twe Governments to ex-
actly the course they are now taking. If the
Venezuelan dispute had not arisen, the officlal
and popular movement for arbitration wonld
not havo arlsen. To such extent has good come
ont of evil. ,

Of still greater practical Interest, however,
are two other facts ln connection with this case
which have just been revealed. One Is the
unequivecal admission by the Britlsh Govern-
ment that the United States Is legitimately con-
eerned In the Venezoelan dispute, and may
properly seek arbitration upon it. That s an
admission which should recelve generous recog-
uition in this conntry. It was uot so very long
ago that the ultra-Jingo papers and speakers
of England, and thelr still more English echoes
here, were vehemently declaring that the
United States was pot in the least concerned
in the matter, that It was gross Impertinenes
for it to express any such concern, and that,
however (ireat Britain might settle with Yenez-
ueln, she wonld never In the least degree recog-
nize the United States ns a party to the dis-
grite or to the settlement. It is not to be sup-
posed that the responsible statesmen of Great
Britain took such a view. But it Is none the
less gratifying to find them now expressly de-
claring the opposite, and, by negotinting with
the United States for a settlement of the Venez-
nelnn dispute, recognizing In the most expilelt
and emphatic manner this country’s legitimate
and vital interest therein.

The second fact, equally Interesting and equal-
Iy gratifying, Is Lord Sallsbury's frank ap-
proval of the ground on which the United
States clalms Interest In Venezueln. That
ground Is, of course, the Monroe Doctrine in =
modern application, the doetrine that the
United States I8 legithrately concerned in any
politienl or military movements on the Amerl
can Continent which threaten to any extent s
own securlty, peace and welfare. Lord Salls-
bury justifies the enforcement of that doctrine
by the United States by reference 'o the ex-
ample of Gireat Britain herself. She has ex.
pressed and vigorously maintained her Interest
fn the boundary disputes of Coutlnental States
—to wit, of Poland, of Sweden and of Belgium.
She extended no protectorate over them. She
did not in the slightest degree make herself
responsible for their future behavlor. She sim-
ply maintained that her own Interests were
concerned in the matter, and that she there-
fore had a right, in'sell-defence, to intervene.
That, and no more, has been the contention of
the United States In regard to Vepezueln, It
18 pleasant to have so distinguished an author-
ity as« Lord Salisbury recognize the prineiple

| and approve its soundness. Such recognition

does not make the Monroe Doetrine Internn-
tlonal law. Neither 18 the Furopean Balance
of Power international law. But the latter has
been the dominant factor in European diplo-
macy for many a year. Lord Salisbury now

| brackets the two together, which I8 exactly

where they belong, It I8 not too much to hope,
therefore, that he will heneeforth glv® as much
consideration to the one, In dealing with the
United States. as to the other, In deallng with
Continental I'owers,

HONESTY AGAINST DISHONESTY,
This 18 the policy that Bryan I8 asking the
honest men of the United States to vote for:

“WW. demand the free and unlimited coin-
age of both silver and gold at the present

| legnl ratio of 10 to 1, without walting for

the nid or conaent af any other nailon. We
demnnd that the standard silver dollur shall
be n full legal tender, equally with gold, for
all debts, publie and private, and we favor
such legisintlon ms will prevent for the
foture the demonetization of amny kind of
legal-tender money by private conteact.”

And this 18 the statement of principles to
which MeKinley adheres:

“We are analterably opposed (o every
measare calculated to debase our carrency
or Impair the credit of onr coaniry. We
are, therefore, opposed to the free colnnge of
allver, except by Internationnl agreemoent
with the lending commercinl nations of the
world, which we pledge oursclves to pro-
mote: nad, until such agreement can be ob-
tnined, the exinting gold standard mast be
preserved."”

The Chicago platform means that the sav-
ings bhanks and Insurance companles may pay

means that, as now, under the existing gold
standard, every dollar which the Inborer re-
celves for Iis work, the farmer receives for
hls wheat, and the thrifty man pays for in-
surance of puts In the bank, s worth 100 cents,
go shall every dollar recelved or pald out by
them Io the future be worth 100 cents o
every market In the world. Every man wha.
wishes to do Justice and to receive justice must
vote for McKinley.

THE SITUATION IN CRETE.

Really, the Dorte seems incorrigible. When
1t would do good evil Is present with it The
reforms It undertnkes make things worse than
before. This ls strikingly shown In the case of
Crete, A fortnight age the Porte announced
a poliey of concillation. It appointed a Chris-
tlan Governor-General, mude the former Ma-
hometan Governor-General the Military Gov-
ernor, and revived the Firman of 187K, embaody-
ing the provisions of the Pact of Halepa. Whai
more could 1t do? What more could be le-
sired? Surely, peace and contentment wonld
forthwith be restored to the island. Tt may be
that the Porte was entively sincere in doing
this and In expecting such results, 1If so, that
fact proves It to be Incorrigible, hopelessly un-
ahle to govern well or to understand the essen.
tinl prineiples of right governmett,

S0 far as the Christinn Governor-General Is
concerned, he 18 powerless to effect necessary
reforma. He s a benevolent figurehead, that
1s all.  His predecessop, now made Military

| Governor, 18 the real power, and he, angry at

being superseded, Is using his power to Inerease
the trouble. Nor was the revival of the Firman

| of INTS a beneflcent aet, however well meant,
| The I"net of Halepa I8 not, never was, and never
| will be, satisfactory to either the Christinns or

the Muliometans, That was abundantly proven
by the experience of the eleven years during
which it was in foree, from 1878 to 1888, More-
over, the revival of It lmmediately by that very
fact abolishess the present Leglslature, amd
makes necessary the election of a pew one by
direet universal suffrage.  To hold an election
in the present disturbed state of the island is
manifes<tly Impossible,  So the Flrman prace
tleally deprives the Wand altogether of populnr
governiment

It is such conduet of the Porte that taxes
the patienee of the world, amd that justities the
Ceetan lnsurgents in saying that settlement of
the tronbles by diplomatic metholds has now
become Impossible, Sinee the revival of the
Firman affalrs have been growlng  steadily
worse, amd there I8 no prospect of lnproves
ment. The Greek Government seems to be get-
Ing the part of a neutral In good faith. Dot it
= unalle to prevent the frequent shipment of
arms and smmunition to Crete, nnd so long ns
the Cretans are kept supplisd with such things
they will be able to keep up the struggle with
the Turkish gareison, Just now they are more
than holding their gronnd. They are driving
the Turklsh troops before them with great
shighter.  They may even suceeed In expelling
all the garrlsons, and freeing the Island from
every vestige of Turkish authority. That wonld
be a desirable consummation If only the Cre-
tans were fit for self-government. But they

are not. And the Great Powers will not allow |
the annexation of the lsland to' Greece, and
cannot agree upon any other disposition of M.
From avery point of view the outlook is dis-
heartening. ;

THE PASSING OF THE ALLIGATOR.

The gradual disappearance of the United

ftates alligator from the waters It has hitherto
fnhabited 15 not so lamentable as that of the
buffalo or the Pribylov seal, but it is not with-
out its mournful and sentimental aspects. The
{nterest felt in an animal of so liftle decislon of
chiriecter that It eannot even choose a pingle ele-
ment to live In, but In a vacillating, irresolute
manprer occuples two at the same time, must, In
the nature of things, barather forced and artificlal,
It {8, moreoyer, quite destitute of any rhythmic
griace of movement such as might tend to cap-
tivate admiration, In spite of its other defects.
