Ex-Postmuaster-Genersl Don M. Dickinson, of
Michigan, after a stay of twenty-four hours in
New-York, started for Boston yesterday.

The tempera-
ture Itself was not so excendingly high yesterday,
It reached Its highest altitude at 4 o'clock In the
afternoon, when it touched the 81 mark. It was

| lowest just twelve hours earller after the lively

shower that began soon after 2 o'clock. At that
time 1t renched 70 degrees. It went only a few de=
greea higher In the forenoon, but In the early
hours of the afternoon {t rose rapldly. As ths heat
rose the percentage of humidity steadily declined”
At 8 o'clock In the morning the percentage of hue
midity was 9% Twelve hours later it had gone
down to the polnt of 8 degrees. 8till, as the normal
