Mrs. Maud B. Winkemeler {s not satisfied with
the award of $240 permanent alimony which was
made to her for the eare of herself and son in the
sult for divoree which she brought against Chris-
tlan F, Winkemeter, and in which she was suc-
cessful, the defendant not opposing the action. She
Intends to sppeal to the Appellate Division of the
Suprems Court and ses whether she cannot get a
larger allowarnce, and with that end in view her
counsel, James I, Soley, of the law firm of Tracy,
Boardman & Platt, moved before Justles Oshorne,
of the Bupreme Court, yesterday, for additional
counsel fecs und allmony.

The Winkemeler family troubles have been In
the courts for nearly two years, They started with
a suit for absolute divoree, which Mr Winkemeler
brought against bis wife and in which he was un-
succesasful. Then Mrs. Winkemeler sued her hus-
band for a separation, and that sult was still pend-
Ing when the defendant gave to her the evidence on
which she brought her actlon for un absolute di-
varee, Winkemeler did not defend the charges of
Infidelfty, and appeared in the case simply on the
question of allmony. Justice Gaynor, before whom
the case wus tried, awarded to Mra. Winkemeler
permanent allmony st the rate of $3,600 a year, but
Winkemeler had snother nttorney substituted for
him and the case was reopensed on the question of
ellmony. After a long hearing, In which & number

:n:a?u.-r. Tustice Guyrior reduced the allmony 1o
$2400 a yenr, Half of whirh sum is for the educa-
tion and support of the child, and will rease when
he passes out of the custody of his mother.

SAVES HIS CHILD'S LIFE.

EX-COUNTY CLERK RANKIN RESCUES
HIS DAUGHTER AT HIS OWN PERIL.

THE BOAT IN WHICH
AND THE LITTLE WERE TURNS
OVER AND THE CHILD I8 CARRIED
INTO A DANGERO 'S SLUICEWATY.

Among the guests summering at Edgewater,
the summer boarding-house sltuated at Hunting-
ton Harbor, and kept by W. . Belleck, is the
family of John M. Rankin, of Brooklyn. Mr.
Rankin Is an ex-County Clerk of Kings County
and lives In Rodney-st. His famlly consists of
hiz wife and their daughter, Jennis, whe Is about
thirteen years old. The three had an exclting ex-
perlence while boating Tuesday night, which
nearly ended in the drowning of the daughter,
Jennie,

As hag been the custom of Mr. Rankin, he took
his wife and daughter out rowing Tuesday even-
ing after dinner. Mr. Rankin rowed for some
time In the nelghborhood of the mill dam, and
then began to talk with his wife. He allowed the
boat to drift with the tide, and it waa this that
caused all the trouble. There {8 a ndll pond on
the other glde of the dam, and the party knew
nothing about the floodgates, by which means the
pond Is supplied with water. Through the dam
to the flondgates is a long stone slulceway, and
overhead iz a bhridge which 18 used hy pedes-
trians in crossing the dam. The locallty Is dan-
gerous, the water rushing through the slulce-
way at a great speed. The boat was drifting in
the directlon of the millrace, when Mrs, Rankin
became anxlous on aceount of the sound made
by the rushing of the water. Mr. Rankin pirked
up the oars and started to row away from tha
dam, but the bow of the boat had reached the
glnleceway, and, despite Mr, Rankin's efforts to
get it out of the dangerous plaes, the boat was
swept under the tiridge in the direction of the
gates. Mr. Rankin at once saw the danger of Le-
ing upset, and told his wife and child to cateh
hold of the bridge when they came up to it, as
he saw In it the only way to safety. When the
boat struck the bridge it was overturned, and
Mr. Rankin, his wife and daughter wers thrown
into the water. Mr. Rankin and his wife caught
the biridgs, hat his daughter missed It. and was
swept under the gates. Rankin, after seeing
that his wife was in a position where she could
hold for some time, bravely went to the rescue
of Jennle. He found the girl at the gates, her
head partly under waoter, having caught in the
woodwork of the gates, He Is an expert swim-
mer, and saw that quick actlon was necessary ton
gave his child. By tearing her halr, he succeeded
In frecing the girl, and he wis swept into the
millpond with her. He kept hold of Jennle, who
was half-unconscious, and managed to get her
st of the tideway and to carry the half-
drowred child ashore. She was iald on the
ground while Mr. Rankin rescued his wife, anid
then they wers taken to the hoarding-house, The
little glr! was revived after same hard work

Thers was a llvely tilt in the S8upreme Court
yesterday morning Lotween Stephen H. Hoye,
eounsel for Willlam Gordon, taxpayer, n the
latter's suit to restraln the East River Bridge
Commigsion from peying $200,000 for the Uhl-
mann franchiges, and H. C. M, Ingrahem, coun-
gel for the Commissionera. The passage at
arms occurred In the hearing of a motion made
by Mr. Ingraham to get aside o stay pending
appeal of the order requiring Mr. Hoye to pay
the costs awarded to the defendants In the ac-
tlon and to punish Mr. Hoye for contempt for
submitting an aMdavit to the court in which he
said the costs wers gecured by a bond of $2,000,

when, In foet, they were not so secured,

Mr. Ingraham had an afidavit made by i
Ellett Hodgskin, who has been assoclated with
General Wingate, counsel for the Uhlmann Com-
pany, In which Mr. Hodgskin deposed that he
had been Informed by a deputy. sheriff on July
20 that an order had been served cn the Sheriff
ataving the executlon for costs No copy Was
served on hig fAirm nor the notiee of appeal re-
oited In the ordes. Mr. Hodgskin went to the
County Clerk's office, but eould not find the un-
dertaking on appeal from Justiee Oshorne's or-
der directing Mr. Hove to pay costs, and the
County Clerk gave him a certificate that It had
not Lsen filed. Mr. Hove's afidavit also suid
that & bond for $2.0060 as =zecurity for damages
and costs had been filed at the beginning of the
action. Mr. Ingraham sald that a bond for

The deaths of the cap-
tain, his wife, and second mate were shrouded
in mystery, but suspicion has been directed tow-
ard Mate Bram, The report came from Hall-
fax yesterday that there was a growing bellef
that while Brum was the one chiefly suspected
of belng the murderer, others besides him must

have been Implicated in the affalr.

Thomas Bram lived In different parts of
Brooklyn for elght or nine years previous to the
ealling of the Herbert Fuller. At the present
time his divareed wife, Hattle L. Bram, is ving
with her mother, Mrs. Louisa Hatterworth, at
No. 255 State-st, The young woman secured a
divorre last September on the grounds of In-
fidelity and desertion. Mrs Hatterwerth, when
geen yvesterday by a reporter, did not heeltate to
give full particulars of Bram's career 80 far as
she knew them. Bram, she says, was manager of
one of Dennett's restaurants for several years,
and It was in one of these places that he met
her daughter. He Lad also worked in Chlcago
and Hoston for Denpett. Later he opened a res.
taurant in lower Fulton-st, Brooklyn. He ap-
parently made a fallure of the business. He
had eonsiderable trouble with his wife, and was
often gecused by her of desertlon, On July 1, 1805,
he left her for the lagt time. He then asked for
a lpan of money from Mre. Hatterworth, but
cid not get It because of his fallure to return
stmilar loans at other times

A BOSTONIAN'S OPINION OF THE WORK-THE
HORSE' B CONSPICTOUS TAIL~ PRADDY'8
TRISH BULL.

A stranger in Brooklyn was taken by a friend a
tew days ago to ses the equeatrian status of Gen-
ernl Grant which was eracted In Bedford-ave., In
front of tha I'nfon league Club, two or three
months ngo. As the two pussed up Bedford-ave |t
was notleed that when the status came In sight
around the curve in the aveniue, near Dean-at, the
tace of the General was completely hidden by the
head of the horse on which he !s mounted. The
strunger, a man from Boston, was Impressed by
this fact. and at once remarked that the statue
wns bedly placed. In fact, it was diffficult to find
any polnt from which it could be viewed sitis-

factorily.

“1n the first place,” he sald, “as you approach
the statue you cannot get & good view of It from
elther directinn, and on the sides it I8 tmporsible
to get fur enough away to see it as it should be
seen. Buch a work should Le placed In & park or
open place, where It could be viewed from pll
sldes, not close at hand, but at a constderabla dis-
tance. This s badly situated, particularly because
a8 you come up in front of 1t 1t ls invisible until
you ure within a vory Hitle distance, hardly more
than i single short block, and then, as we have
st geen, the face of the man 1a completely hidden

After locking at the work from A number of
polnts, 1t was declded that the mort satisfactory
view was to be obtained from the east sld=s of
Hedford-ave, near Dean-st. At least thia was the
cmse early in the afternoon, &s the sunlight pre-
vented o falr view of Grant's face, as depleted by
the sculptor, from the other slde of the nvenue
The Hostonlun was of the opinlon that on the
whole 1t wus B good plece of work, but he ex-
sressed the opinton, which some Brooklynites are
inmn-:; to share, that the horse’s tall was some-
what too much In evidence

“The horse,” as he remarked, “is standing, and
thers {8 nothing in the rider's clothing to indicate
that o strong wind is blowing; and yet the tall is
represented as in a state uf great agltation and
excitement, That purt of the arilst's work seems
to me to Le overdone, and It tends to distract ut-
tention from the statue as a whole"

MR. UHLMANN ANGRY AT THE FAILURE oF
BRIDGE TRUBTEES TO SBECURE,
A QUORIM.

As was to be sxpected, the Bridge Trustees failed
to get a quorum together yesterday at the special
mesting called to conslder the proposition to run
slevated trains across the Bridge and to discuss
other affaira. The mesting was called for 11 o'clock,
but et the appolnted hour only three members of
the Board were on hand, Messrs Howell, Hene
riques and Keeney. Fresident Howell's reported
sgtrenuous efforts” to get the members together
fafled miserably. President Howell merely called
the meeting and adjourned it to meet on the sec-
ond Monday in Ausgust, the regular meeting day.
President Uhlmann, together with Ellsha Dyer, Jr.,
seorstary, and George B. Cornell, engineer, repre-
senting the Hrooklyn elevated, were on hand to
discuss the project they have In view, but were
compelled to go away with the same old fecling of
disappointment which they have expericnced so
many times before. Mr. Ublmann was plalnly
angry.

“*The same old game,” he remarked. “The Bridge
Trustees get quorums when they have some favor-
{te's measure to push through, but this 1s always
the result when they are asked to do something
they do not like”

In relation to the subject of the appolntment of
bridge experts to seport upon the problem of run-
ning trains across the Bridge, Mr. I"himann sald:

“1 think that the Trustees will grant my request
that a board of experts be appointed to declde the
feasibllity of running elevated Cars across the
Bridga. The board will consist of three englneers
not connected with any elovated or surface rafl.
rond system. We agree to pay all the expenses ot
such & bonrd and let the trustees appoint the mem-
bers, Chief Enginesr Martin, of the Bridge, says it
eannot be done safely and we it can. 8o let
somebody else declde This talk about all railrosd
bridge Is all buncombe. I would Hke to know whera
they are going to get $10000.00 of foreign capital
for such a purpose, and at I per cent, too, And as
for the city building the bridge, Hrooklyn husn't
gut enough money to clean 118 fireets. It can't
pven pave its streets.  The bullding of the new
East River bridge is all that it ¢an attend to for
many years to come.'

After adjournment Mr. Howell promised to pro-
duce a quorum for the August meeting, but he
sald 1t might be hard work to get a sufficlent
number of members together before September.
This was the prevalling ldea,
