A TIRESOME SILVER ORATOR
Mr. Newlanda's speech started out bravely,
but it soon became tiresome. He sapoke an hour.
There was atenlutely nothing in it to lighten the
tedium of statistic= and dull argument, no ray or
puspicton of humor or of good nature. Tha
thraldom of gold and the woes of the poor were
his text. In a elear, resonant barytone ha roared
about cunces of sllver and ratlos, about the
priee nf wheat and International agreements,
and other things which It was very tiresome to
keep track of as the vehemence of his oratory
hegan to wane. He had his plece well com-
mitted to memory, but ita effectivencss was
greatly lessened in the latter part of its dellvery
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hold. They are a thrifty, well-to-do lot, and the
women are, ag a rule, well dressed. The con-
trast hetween the pilverites and the Popullsts |8
marked, and there is, moreover, a feeling of
uppishness among the silver delegates toward
the unwashed element of the other Convention.
